To the act of April 1, 1863 (P. L. 213), entitled “An act to accept
tha grant of Public Lands, by the United States,to the several
states, for the endowment of Agricultural Colleges,” making an
appropriation for carrying the same into effect.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. In order to carry into effect the act of
Congress,approvedJuly 2, 1862, granting public land
to the several statesfor educationalpurposesand sub-
sequentacts of Congressrelatedthereto,andthe act of
the Legislatureof Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provisions
and conditions of said aets of Congre3sand plcdging
the faith of the State to carry the same into effect, the
sumof eighteenmillion five hundredseventeenthousand
sevenhundredsixty ~°Mollars ($18,517,760),or as much
thereofas may be necessary,is herebyspecifically appro-
priated to the trusteesof the PennsylvaniaStateUniver-
sity for the fiscal periodJune1, 1961, to June80, 1962,
for the following purposes:

(1) For the general maintenanceo~instruction, re-
searchand extensionin the College of Agriculture, the
Mont Alto State Forest School, the College of Business
Administration, the College of Engineeringand Archi-
tecture, the College of Liberal Arts, the College of
Home Economics,the College of Mineral Industries,the
Collegeof Chemistryandphysics,the Collegeof Educa-
tion, the Graduate School, the College of Phy~ic~l
Educationand Athletics, the General ExtenaionServ-
ices, and for the generalmaintenanceof other schools,
departments,offices and services,including repairs and
improvementsto the groundsand buildings, serviceof

pendituresas the trusteesmay deem necessaryand
practicable,the sum of eighteenmillion two hundred
fifteen thousand four hundred sixty dollars ($18,-
215,460).

(2) For the purpose of carrying on researchand
investigationto discoverby-productsof anthraciteand
bituminous coal and uses therefor, of developing new
scientific, chemical, industrial, domesticand other uses
and new and extendedmarketsfor anthracitecoal and
its products, and for employing engineers,chemists,
technical experts, assistants,clerks, stenographersand
other employes, and purchasingsuch machinery, sup-
plies,equipment,apparatusandotherthingsnecessaryin
the furtheranceof the aforesaidresearchand investiga-
tion to beusedby the Collegeof Mineral Industriesunder
the supervisionof the State Departmentof Mines and
Mineral Industries, the sum of thirty-seventhousand
eight hundred dollars ($37,800). The moneys appro-
priated by this clauseshall be available andexpended
only to the extent that asum equalto fifty per centum
of the amount to be expendedby the Commonwealthis
contributedto the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity by the
membersof the anthraciteandbituminouscoal industry.
Affidavits evidencingsuch contributions shall be sub-
mitted by the University to the Auditor General.

(3) For the purposeof matching money contributed
by industry to the College of Mineral Industries for
researchandinvestigationof long-rangeproblemsaffect-
ing the mineral industries,the sum of thirty-one thou-
sand and fifty dollars ($31,050). No more shall be
expendedfrom this item than may be required to match
an equalsum contributed to the University by one or
more industries for such research and investigation.
Affidavits evidencing such contributions shall be sub-
mitted by the University to the Auditor General.

(4) Thesupportof researchandinvestigationof basic
problems affecting the slate and other nonmetallic
mineral industries,the sum of eighteen thousandnine
hundreddollars ($18,900).

(5) For the support of researchand investigationof
long-rangebasic problems affecting the mineral indus-
tries, the sum of seventeenthousandfive hundredfifty
dollars ($17,550).

(6) For the use of the College of Agriculture for
expenditure by the Agricultural Experiment Station
for the support of researchand investigationdirected
toward the developmentand production of superior
strains of crops and livestock and, to develop more
efficient methods of producing and marketing such
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products, the sum of eighty-one thousand dollars
($81,000).

(7) For the maintenanceandthe supportof research
and experimentalinvestigationon problemsrelating to
the petroleumindustry of the State, the sum of fifty-
four thousanddollars ($54,000).

(8) For the use of the School of Agriculture, for ex-
penditureby the Agriculture ExperimentStation for
the erectionof experimentalmushroomhousesand re-
searchin the communicablediseasesof mushroomsand
other phasesof the mushroomindustry, the sum of
twenty-five thousanddollars ($25,000).

(9) For the use of the School of Agriculture, for
expenditureby the Agricultural ExperimentStation for
researchandinvestigationof mastitis in dairy cattle, the
sum of twenty-seventhousanddollars ($27,000).

(10) For the use of the Schoolof Forestry for the
purposeof conductingresearchon diseasesof mapletrees
in Pennsylvania, the sum of ten thousand dollars
($10,000).

Amending the act of June 22, 1935 (P. L. 414), entitled, as
amended, “An act to provide revenue for State purposes; irn-
posing taxes upon certain classesof personalproperty; provid-
ing for the assessment,collection, and lien of the same, and the
distribution of the proceeds thereof; imposing duties on execu-
tors, administrators,registers of wills, recorders of deeds, pro-
thonotaries, and court clerks, and on persons, copartnerships,
associations,banks, national banks, trust companies,and other
corporations receiving deposits of money, and on certain cor-
porations and limited partnerships~conferring powers and im-
posing duties on certain State officers and departments; impos-
ing penalties; and making an appropriation,” providing that
certaincorporationsdoing businesswith professional school em-
ployes shall not be subject to the provisions of the act.
