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Section2.1. When any court directs new indices to
be preparedunder the provisions of this act, contracts
for the material and the work shall be let by the county
commissionersunder the provisionsrelating to contracts
for servicesand personalproperty in the act of August
9, 1955 (P. L. 323),knownas “The CountyCode.”

Section 2. Section3 of the act is repealed.

Amending the act of May 1, 1929 (P. L. 1216),entitled “An act
to define real estate brokersand real estate salesmen; and
providing for the licensing, regulation, and supervisionof resi-
dent and nonresident real estatebrokers and real estatesales-
men and their business,” changing licensure provisions for
limited real estatebrokersand salesmen,requiring the registra-
tion of cemetery lot salesmen,and prescribing responsibilities
of certain brokers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 6.1, act of May 1, 1929 (P. L.
1216), known as the ‘‘Real EstateBrokers License Act
of one thousandnine hundredand twenty-nine,” added
January18, 1952 (P. L. 2109),is amendedto read:

Section 6.1. (a) The departmentis hereby author-
ized and empoweredto issue limited realestatebrokers’
[and salesmen’s]licensesto any person,copartnership,
associationor corporationdesiringto engagein or carry
on the businessor act in the capacity of a real estate
broker [or a real estatesalesman]within the Common-
wealth exclusively within the limited field or branch
of such businesswhich applies to cemetery lots, plots
and mausoleumspacesor openings;and for such pur-
pose,the commissionshall conductlimited examinations
as are, in the judgment of the commission,necessary
to ascertainwhether the applicant for such limited
licensurehasa properknowledgeof that field. Any co-
partnership, association or corporation may be issued
a limited real estatebroker’s licenseunder the provisions
hereof if one of the membersof the copartnership or
associationor one of the officers of the corporation is a
duly licensedreal estatebroker or a duly licensedlimited
real estatebroker.
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Examination. (b) Applicants for said limited licensure shall first
submit to and pass an examination preparedby the
commission,such examinationsto be conductedat such
times, in such special field, and subject to such condi-
tions as the commission,by rules and regulations,shall
prescribe.

(c) Limited licensesissuedby the departmentunder
the provisions of this section shall clearly state on the
face thereof the field to which such limited license is
applicable, and the holder of any such limited license
shall not engagein or carry on the businessor act in
the capacityof a realestatebroker [or realestatesales-
man] except in time limited field for which he holds
the license.

Applicability (d) Except as herein otherwise provided, all the
g~,rovlslons provisions of this act shall apply to applicants for and

personsholding limited licenses issued by the depart-
ment under the provisions of this section.

(e) All persons employed as real estate salesmen
within the limited field or branch of such businessas
applies to cemetery lots, plots and mausoleumspaces
or openingsshall, within fifteen days from the date of
their employment,register with the commission. Real
estatebrokers and limited real estatebrokers employing
salesmenunder the provisions hereof shall be respon-
sible for the selling activities of such salesmenand both
the brokers and salesmenshall be subject to rules and
regulationspromulgatedby the commissionwith respect
thereto.

Each person registeredas a salesmanunder the pro-
visionsof this sectionshall be required to pay the same
registration and renewal feesas are required to be paid
by real estatesalesmenunder the provisionsof section8
of this act.
