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pleasure of the commission and shall receive such reason-
able compensation as it, with the approval of the Super-
intendent of Public Instruction, shall fix. The secretary
shall have such powers and perform such duties, not
contrary to law, as the commission may prescribe.

Each member of the commission other than the Super-
intendent of Public Instruction shall receive actual
traveling expenses and per diem compensation at the
rate of fifteen dollars ($15) per day for the time actually
devoted to the business of the commission.

Effective date. Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 1962.
