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PREFATORY NOTE

Your attention is called to Section 71, of the Act of
May 28, 1937, P. L. 1019,which providesas follows:

“The Secretaryof the Commonwealthshall, in print-
ing amendatorylaws, causeto be printed the sectionor
part of the law only as reenacted. In the sectionor part
of the law reenacted,the secretary shall cause to be
printed betweenbrackets [ ], the words,phrases,or
provisionsof the existing law, if any, which havebeen
strickenout or eliminatedby the adoptionof theamend-
ment, and he shall causeto be printed in ITALIC$ all
new words, phrasesor provisions, if any, which have
beeninsertedinto or addedto the law by the passage
of such amendment.

‘‘In ascertainingthe correctreading,statusandinter-
pretation of an amendatorylaw, the matter inserted
within brackets shall be omitted, and the matter in
italics shall be readand interpretedaspart of the law.’’
