AN ACT

Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled “An act
providing for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive
and administrativework of the Commonwealthby the Execu-
tive Departmentthereof and the administrative departments,
boards,commissions,and officers thereof, including the boards
of trusteesof State Normal Schools,or TeachersColleges;abol-
ishing, creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization
of certain administrative departments,boards, and commis-
sions; defining the powers and duties of the Governor and
other executiveand administrative officers, and of the several
administrativedepartments,boards,commissions,and officers;
fixing the salariesof the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and
certain other executive and administrative officers; providing
for the appointment of certain administrative officers, and of
all deputiesand otherassistantsandemployesin certaindepart-
ments,boards,and commissions;and prescribingthe mannerin
which the number and compensationof the deputiesand all
other assistantsand employes of certain departments,boards
andcommissionsshall be determined,”transferringagenciesand
functions from theDepartmentof Public Instruction to theDe-
partment of State; creating the Commissionerof Professional
and OccupationalAffairs; imposingpowersand duties on him;
and making repeals.

Section 1. As much as appliesto the Departmentof
State and to the Departmentof Public Instruction of
section202, act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), known as
“The Administrative Code of 1929,” amended May
25, 1945 (P. L. 1015), June6, 1945 (P. L. 1398) and
January8, 1960 (P. L. 2130), is amendedto read:

Section 202. Departmental Administrative Boards,

All of the foregoing departmental administrative
boardsandcommissionsshallbe organizedor reorganized
as provided in this act.

Section 2. Article VIII. of the act is amendedby
adding, at the end thereof, threenew sectionsto read:

Section 810. Professionaland OccupationalAffairs.
—(a) The Commissionerof Professional and Occupa-
tional Affairs shall be appointedby the Governorand
have the power and his duty shall be—

(1) To establish reciprocity with other statesas re-
gards professionaland occupational licensesissued by
the department,unlessotherwiseprovidedby law;

(2) To keep the records of all of the professional
and occupationalexaminingboards in the City of Har-
risburg, Dauphin County,Pennsylvania;

(3) To issue all certificates and other official docu-
ments of the various professionaland occupationalex-
amining boards in the department. The officers and
members,or any of them,of any such examiningboard
may sign such certificates and other documents,if the
board shall have taken action authorizing such signa-
tures;

(4) To assist any professionaland occupationalex-
amining board within the department,if, as and when
requestedby the board;

(5) To cooperate with the several professions and
occupationswhose examiningbodies are within the de-
partment in the determination and establishmentof
standards*of professionaleducation;

(6) Wheneverunder any act of Assemblythe right
to practiceany professionor work at any trade or occu-
pation is conditioned upon examination, licensure or
registration by or within the department,unless other-
wise provided by law, to hold the examination,make
such investigations, require such information and do
and perform all other acts which may be necessaryto
determinewhetherapplicantsfor licensureor registra-
tion are qualified to practice the professionor work at
the trade or occupationwithin this Commonwealth,and

Article VIII. of
the act amended
by adding three
new sections810,
811 and 812.
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in proper casesto issuelicensesand certificatesof regis-
tration: Provided,however,That the power and duty of
the Department of Public Instruction to determine,
value, standardizeand regulate the preliminary educa-
tion, both secondaryand collegiate, of those to be here-
after licensedor registered to practice any profession
or work at any trade or occupation in this Common-
wealth shall remain as heretofore and any action so
taken shall be made known to the Commissionerof
Professionaland Occupational~Affairs;

(7) Unless otherwiseprovided by law, to fix the fees
to be charged by the several professionaland occupa-
tional examiningboards within the department;

(8) To be responsiblefor all administrative affairs
of eachof the professionaland occupationalexamining
boardsand to coordinate their activities;

(9) To performall the powers and duties relating to
professional and occupational examining boards that
heretoforewere imposedupon the Superintendentor the
Departmentof Public Instruction.

(b) In addition to the powers and duties imposed
under the provisionsof subsection(a) hereof, the Com-
missionerof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs shall
be an ex-officio memberof eachof the said boards.

(c) The Commissionerof Professionaland Occupa-
tional Affairs shall exercisehis power and perform his
duties in compliancewith the provisionsof section 503
of this act.

Section811. Certificate, License, Permit or Regis-
tration.—If any person, association, copartnership or
corporationhasobtained fromthe Departmentof Public
Instruction or obtains from the Departmentof State or
the responsibleagency, board, commissionor commis-
sioner therein a certificate, license, permit or registra-
tion by fraud or misrepresentation,such department,
administrative agency, board, commissionor commis-
sioner shall have the power to cancel such certificate,
license, permit or registration after giving reasonable
notice and opportunity to be heard.

The provisions of this act shall be construedas sup-
plementary to all other acts dealing with the same
sul~jectmatter. No action brought under the provisions
of this act shall prevent the prosecutionor institution
of any civil or criminal action otherwise provided by
law for violation of any licensing act or rule or regula-
tion promulgatedthereunder.

Section812. Professional and Occupational Ex-
amining Boards.—The professional and occupational
examiningboardswithin the Departmentof State shall,
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respectively, exercise the rights and powers and per-
formthe dutiesby law vestedin and imposedupon them:
Provided,however,That all certificatesand official docu-
ments of such examiningboards shall be issuedby the
Commissionerof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs
but may be signed by the membersof the appropriate
board, or any of them,as determinedby such board.

Section 4. (a) There are herebytransferredto the
Department of State, to be used, employed and ex-
pended in connectionwith the functions, powers and
duties, transferredby this act, the record, equipment
and personnelnow being used,held or employedin con-
nection with such functions,powersand duties and the
unexpendedbalancesof appropriations,allocationsand
other funds availableor to be madeavailable for use in
connectionwith suchfunctions,powersor duties.

(b) The functions of the Superintendentof Public
Instruction under sections412, 413, 414, 415, 416, 418,
420, 421, 422, 425, 453, 459, 461, 462 and 464 of the act
of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177),known as“The Administra-
tive Code of 1929,” andits amendments,are transferred
to, and shall be exercisedby the Commissionerof Pro-
fessionaland OccupationalAffairs, andsaidsectionsare
repealedin so far as they imposefunctions,powersand
dutieson the Superintendentof Public Instruction.

Section 5. All acts and parts of acts are repealedGeneral repeal.
