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the Civil War, or, in the absenceof suchorder,to a duly
constitutedorganizationwhich conductsthe decorating
of the gravesof. Union veteransof the Civil War. Such
paymentsshall be madeto defray actualexpensesoniy.
Before any payment is made, the organizationreceiv-
ing the same shall submit verified accountsof their
expenditures.

sylvania,which issuestitles or registrationsto this Com-
monwealth without charge, (3) the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,(4) anycity, borough,incorporatedtown,
township, county, county institution district or school
district of this Commonwealth,(5) the Civil Air Patrol
and duly authorizedvolunteerfire force, in the extin-
guishmentand prevention of fires or in rescue work,

of the United Stafes, Incorporated,or United Spanish
War Veterans,of this Commonwealth,or La SocieteDes
Forty Hommes ct Eight Chevaux, and organizations
andunits of thePennsylvaniaNationalGuard,(12) mine
or industrial ambulances,(13) the Y. M. C. A. andthe
Y. M. H. A., (14) the Y. W. C. A. andtheY. W. H. A.,
(15) any JewishCommunityCenter, (16) ambassadors,
ministers, foreign consuls,generalconsulsandvice con-
suls who are nationalsof the country appointingthem,
andwho are assignedto foreignconsulatesin this Com-
monwealth: Provided, That American consularofficers
of equalrank, who arc citizens of the United States,and
who exercisetheir official functions at American con-
sulatesin such foreign country, are grantedreciprocal
exemptions. No fee shall be chargedfor certificatesof
title or registrationof one (1) motorvehicleownedand
usedby any veteranwho servedin the armedforces of
the United Statesduring any period of war or armed
conflict in which it was engagedandwho lost a limb or
becametotally blind in both eyes or becameparalyzed
as a result of such service. All such vehicles, or trac-
tors, except those owned andusedby the FederalGov-
ernment,shall be titled andregistered,andshalldisplay
registration plates as.is now provided for privately
ownedmotorvehicles, tractors,trailersandsemi-trailers.

All vehiclestitled andregisteredunder the provisions
of this subsectionshallbe operatedand usedexclusively
for the purposebecauseof which payment of fees was
not required.

Penalty.—AnypersonViolating any of the provisions
of this subsection,shall, upon summary conviction be-
fore a magistrate,be sentencedto pay a fine of twenty-
five dollars ($25.00) and costs of prosecution,and, in
default of the paymentthereof,shallundergoimprison-
ment for not morethan ten (10) days.
