AN ACT

Amending the act of July 28, 1953 (P. L. 723), entitled “An act
relating to counties of the second class; amending, revising, con-
solidating and changing the laws relating thereto,” making an
editorial correction

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2627, act of July 28, 1953 (P. L.
723), known as the ‘‘Second Class County Code,’’ is
amended to read:

Section 2627. [Title to Vest] All Claims Satisfied
Upon Payment of Award.—Upon payment of the com-
pensation for land or property in accordance with the
order of distribution, all claims for compensation shall
be deemed paid and satisfied.
