mentserectedthereon.

Conditions. Section 2. The deedof conveyanceshall contain a

clauseproviding that the land conveyedshall only be
used for the purposesof the Boy Scouts of America
as directed and controlled by the Juniata Valley
Council, Inc., Boy Scouts of America, and if at any
time the said JuniataValley Council, Inc., Boy Scouts
of America, conveysor uses said land for any other
purposethe title thereto shall immediately revert to
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Appral a~d Section 3. Thedeedof conveyanceshall be approved
deed, by the Departmentof Justiceand shall be executedby

the Secretaryof Property and Supplies in the name
of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.
