Amending the act of August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), entitled “An act
relating to counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth,:seventh and
eighth *classes; amending, revising, consolidating gnd changing
the laws relating thereto,” providing that no elected county
officer or county solicitor shall at the same time serve as
treasurer or tax collector of any city, borough, incorporated
town or township. )

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows :

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 402, act of
August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), known as ‘‘The County
Code,’’ is amended to read:

Section 402. Incompatible Offices.—(a) No -elected
county officer or county solicitor shall, at the same time,
serve as a member of the legislative body of any city,
borough, town or township of any class, nor as treasurer
or tax collector of any city, borough, incorporated town
or township, nor as school director of any school distriet,
nor as a member of any board of health.
