Repealingclause(3) of section 1012 of theact of April 18, 1949
(P. L. 512), entitled “An actrelating to the administrationand
distribution of decedents’estates,trust estates,minors’ estates
and absentees’estates,both as to real and personalproperty,
and the procedurerelating thereto; including the disposition
of such estatesor portions thereof and the determinationof
title theretowithout the appointmentof afiduciary in certam
cases; the appointment,bond, removal and dischargeof fidu-
ciaries of such estates,their powers,dutiesand liabilities; the
rights of personsdealing with such fiduciaries, and the rights
of personsclaiming an interest in suchestatesor in property
distributedtherefromwhetheras claimantsor distributees,and
containing provisions concerning guardiansof the person of
minors, the powers, duties and liabilities of sureties and of
foreign fiduciaries, the abatement,survival and control of
actions and rights of action, and the presumptionof death;
andalso generallydealingwith thejurisdiction, powersandpro-
cedureof the orphans’court and of the registerof wills in all
mattersrelatingto fiduciaries,” qualifying certainpersonalrepre-
sentativesor trustees as guardiansof estatesof minors, and
removinga conditionandlimitation on certain foreign fiduciaries
with respectto real estate.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- F~u~riesAct
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (3) of section 1012, act of April ~ act
18, 1949 (P. L. 512),known as the “Fiduciaries Act of of April 18, 1949,
1949,” is herebyrepealed.

Section 1101. In General.—Aforeign fiduciary may
institute proceedingsin the Commonwealth(subjectto
the conditionsand limitations imposedon non-resident
suitorsgenerally)andmay exerciseall the otherpowers
of a similar local fiduciary,but a foreign personalrepre-
sentative shall have no such power when there is an
administration in the Commonwealth. Except in the
caseof powerswith respectto securities,for whichspecial
provision is madein section1102, the maintenanceof a
proceedingor the exercise of any other power by a
foreign fiduciary shall be subjectto the following addi-
tional conditionsand limitations:

• (1) Copy of Appointment. The foreignfiduciary shall
file with the registerof the county where the power is
to be exercised,or the proceedingis instituted, or the
property concerningwhich the power is to be exercised
is located,an exemplified copy of *his appointmentor
other qualification in the foreign jurisdiction, together

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with an exemplifiedcopy of the will or other instrument,
if any, in pursuanceof which he hasbeenappointedor
qualified. [andwhen] Whenhe is an executor,adminis-
trator c. t. a., testamentarytrustee, or testamentary
guardianunder a will of a decedentwho either died
prior to April 1, 1956,or whosewill wasprobatedoutside
of the UnitedStates,andwishesto exercisea powerwith
respect to Pennsylvaniareal estate, the will must be
admittedto probatein Pennsylvaniaas requiredby law.

Amendingthe act of May 24, 1893 (P. L. 129) entitled “An act
to empowerboroughsand cities to establish a police pension
fund, to take property in trust therefor and regulating and
providing for the regulation of the same,” authorizing an in-
creasein the minimum pensionsof policemen in cities of the
first class in certain cases.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1, act of May 24, 1893 (P. L. 129),
entitled“An actto empowerboroughsandcitiesto estab-
lish a police pension fund, to take property in trust
thereforandregulatingandproviding for the regulation
of the same,” amendedJuly 2, 1937 (P. L. 2795), is
amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That the several cities
of this Commonwealth,incorporatedby generalor special
laws, shall establish by ordinancea police retirement
fund to be maintainedby an equal and proportionate
monthly chargeagainsteachmemberof the police force
which shallnot exceedannuallythreeand one-half per
centumof the pay of suchmemberandby annualappro-
priations madeby the city, which fund shall be under
the direction of councils or committedto the direction
of such officers of the city as may be designatedby
councils,andappliedundersuchregulationsas councils
may by ordinance prescribe for the benefit of such
membersof the police force as shall receive honorable
dischargetherefrom by reasonof ageor disability and
the families of such as may be injured or killed in the
service,but suchretirementallowancesas shall be made
to thosewho are retired by reasonof the disabilities or
ageshall be in conformity with a uniform scale.
