countedin determiningthe total numberof officers and
men in the StatePolice Force.

(c) The membersof the State Police Forceand the
chiefs, statisticians,clerks, experts,and otherassistants,
engagedin the work of the PennsylvaniaState Police
shall beappointedby the commissioner,andshallreceive
suchcompensationasshallbe fixed by the commissioner,
with the approvalof the Governor,which compensation
shall, however,conform to the standardsestablishedby
the ExecutiveBoard.

(d) Any memberof the PennsylvaniaState Police,
except the Commissioner and Deputy Commissioner,
regardlessof rank, who hasattainedor who shallattain
the ageof sixty years,shall resign from membershipin
the said police force: Provided, however,That the pro-
vision of this paragraphshall not apply to members
of the StatePolice Forcewho upon attaining the ageof
sixty yearsshall haveless than twenty yearsof service.
Upon completion of twenty years of service, the pro-
vision of this paragraphshall becomeapplicableto such
persons.

(e) No enlisted member of the PennsylvaniaState
Police shall be dismissedfrom serviceor reducedin rank
exceptby action of a court martial boardheld upon the
recommendationof the Commissionerof the Pennsyl-
vania StatePolice and the Governor.
