AN ACT

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidating and, revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle Financial Responsibility Act and other acts
relating to the ownership, possession and use of vehicles and
tractors,” prohibiting the signature or facsimile signature of the
Secretary of Revenue on registration cards or operators’ license
cards, or duplicates thereof; requiring the facsimile seal of the
department on registration cards and operators’ license cards or
duplicates thereof.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 405, act of April
29, 1959 (P. L. 58), known as ‘‘The Vehicle Code,’’
amended November 10, 1959 (P. L. 1456), is amended
to read:

Section 405. Registration Cards.—

(a) The department, upon registering a vehicle or
tractor, shall issue to the owner a registration card,
which shall contain the registration number assigned to
the owner and to the vehicle or tractor, the name and
address of the owner, also a description of the vehicle
or tractor, ineluding the manufacturer’s serial number
thereof, and such other statement of facts as may be de-
termined by the department. The department shall, if
so requested, issue to the owner of any vehicle or tractor
whose registration is not under suspension a duplicate
registration card, or as many duplicate registration
cards as the owner may request, upon payment of the
fee provided in this act for each such card. Each dupli-
cate card shall be clearly marked ‘‘Duplicate’’ and shall
not be transferable. No signature or facsimile signature
of the secretary shall be contained on any registration
card or duplicate registration card issued for the regis-
tration year beginming April 1, 1964, nor any subse-
quent registration year, but each such registration card
and duplicate registration card shall be sealed with the
facsimile seal of the department.

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Section 2. Section 611 of the act is amended to read:

Section 611. Licenses Issued to Operators.—

(a) The department shall issue to every person
licensed as an operator an operator’s license card.

(b) Every such card shall bear thereon the operator’s
license number, the name, address, and such other infor-
mation as may be required, also a space for the signature
of the licensee.

(¢) No signature or facsimile signature of the secre-
tary shall be contained on any such card or duplicate
thereof issued for the license period beginning February
1, 1965, nor for any subsequent license period, but each
such card or duplicate thereof shall be sealed with the
facsimile seal of the department.
