Clause 1 of subsectionA of section 905,
act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103),known as “The Second
ClassTownship Code,” reenactedandamendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481) and amendedJuly 2, 1953 (P. L. 354),
is amendedto read:

Section 905. Township and Special Tax Levies.—
A. The board of townshipsupervisorsmay, by resolu-
tion, levy taxesupon all real propertyandupon all oc-
cupations, or upon real property alone, within the
township madetaxablefor townshippurposes,as ascer-
tained by the last adjustedvaluation for county pur-
poses, for the purposesand at the rates hereinafter
specified. All taxesshall be collected in cash.

1. An annualtownshiptax, for road,bridge, andgen-
eral townshippurposes,not later than the fourth Mon-
day of March of eachyear, not exceeding [nine] four-
teen mills. Where the board of supervisors, by a
majority action, shall, upon due causeshown, petition
the court of quarter sessionsfor the right to levy addi-
tional millage, the court, after such public notice as it
may direct and after hearing,may order a greaterrate
than [nine] fourteenmills but not exceedingfive addi-
tionalmills, to be levied. Suchannualtownshiptax shall
includeall levies for road, bridge andgeneraltownship
purposes.
