Section 6. (a) Theact of May 31, 1957 (P. L. 225),
entitled “An act fixing fees to be receivedby the pro-
thonotary in counties of the first class and providing
for the time of payment,” is repealed.

(b) All other acts or parts of acts are repealedin
so far as they are inconsistentherewith.

Section 7. This act shall take effect in thirty days.

Amending_the act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act
concerning townships of the second class; and amending, revis.-
ing, consolidating and changing the law relating thereto,” au-
thorizing assessmentsfor the cost of water systemson property
within sevenhundred and eighty feet of any fire hydrant.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause III of section 702, act of May 1,
1933 (P. L. 103), known as “The SecondClassTown-
ship Code,” reenactedandamendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L.
1481), amendedJune1, 1956 (P. L. 2021), is amended
to read:

Section 702. Supervisorsto ExercisePowers._** *

III. Contractsand Tax Levy for Fire Purposes.—On
the petition of the surfacepropertyownersof a majority
of the lineal feet frontage along any highways,streets,
roads and alleys, or portion thereof,within the town-
ship, to enterinto contractwith water companiesfor the
placing of fire hydrants, to water mains maintaining
pressuresapprovedby the fire insuranceunderwriters
along said highways, streets, roads and alleys or to
provide for or acquirea water supply systemequipped
to supplysufficient water for the protectionof property
from fire.

The moneys necessaryfor acquiring any such water
systemmay be obtained by proceeding in accordance
with either of the methodsset forth in paragraphsA
and B, as follows:
