Authorizing an incoming Governor to arrange for temporary
staffing to expedite the transition of government, andproviding
for an appropriationin certainyears.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. In order that there may be an orderly,
efficient and economical transition of governmentfol-
lowing the election of a new Governor, the Auditor
General,in thefiscal yearduring which a new Governor
is elected, is hereby authorized to employ such con-
sultants, accountantsand experts as shall have been
selectedin writing by the new Governorwho is hereby
authorized to fix the compensationto be paid such
personnel. Such notice to the Auditor General shall
be given at any time after tile Secretaryof the Common-
wealth and the Auditor Generalhave determined the
personreceiving the highest number of votes for the
office of Governorandhaveinformed the new Governor-
elect of such determination. Since this personnelis to
be engagedfor a limited period of time, they shall not
be eligible for membershipin any of the retirement
systemsof the Commonwealth,nor shall they be bound
by or subjectto the provisionsof “The Administrative
Codeof 1929” pertainingto Stateemployes. Such per-
sonnelshallbe paid from an appropriationnot to exceed
fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) made to the Auditor
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Generalduring the fiscal year when the new Governor
is elected. Within thirty days after his inauguration
the new Governorshall dispensewith the servicesof the
temporarypersonnelor place such membersthereof as
he seesfit on the payroll of the Commonwealthin the
manner provided by “The Administrative Code of
1929.”

Section 2. This act shall take effect November 1, Effective date.
