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superintendentof schools, two copies shall be trans-
mitted to the county superintendentwho shall forward
one of such copiesto the Superintendentof Public In-
struction,Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.

Section 2441. Time of Audit; Filing Copies; Publi-
cation.—In every school district of the fourth class,the
auditors shall meet annually with the board of school
directors,on the first [Monday] day of July, at the time
of organization, or within five days thereafter, and
within thirty dayscarefully audit and adjust the finan-
cial accountsof the school district for the preceding
school year:Provided, That the meetingof the auditors
with the board of school directorsshall not be held on
the Fourthof July. At the completionof the audit, they
shall make a careful statement, in duplicate, of the
financesof the district for the precedingyear, setting
forth the assetsand liabilities, and an‘itemized state-
ment of all receipts,expenditures,and credits, whatso-
ever, of all school officials, and including therein any
sums that have been charged against any person or
persons. One copy of such annual statementshall be
filed by the auditorswith the secretaryof the board of
school directorsand one in the court of common pleas
of the county in which such district or the greateror
greatestpart thereof in area shall be located. A sum-
mary thereof, including the assetsand liabilities of the
school district, shall be publishedin a newspaperhaving
generalcirculation in the district, oncea week for three
successiveweeks, beginning the first week after filing
the same, or be promptly posted,by not less than six
copies, in as many placesin the district. The auditors
shall also file two copiesof their reportwith the county
superintendentof schools,who shall forwardone of such
copies to the Departmentof Public Instruction.

Section 16. This act shall take effect July 1, 1963.

of records.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. ClauseI of section1502, act of June24, ~
1931 (P. L. 1206),known as “The First ClassTownship 24, 1931, P. L.
Code,” reenactedand amendedMay 27, 1949 (P. L. ~
1955) and amendedSeptember2, 1959 (P. L. 799), is ~
amendedto read: amended S~p-

tember 2, 1959,
Section 1502. The corporatepower of a townshipof ~

the first class shall be vestedin the boardof township
commissioners.The boardshall have power—

I. Ordinancesand Resolutions. To adopt resolutions
andordinancesprescribingthe mannerip which powers
of the townshipshallbe carriedout,andgenerally regu-
lating the affairs of the township. All such ordinances,
unlessotherwiseprovidedby law, shall be publishedat
least once in one newspaperof general circulation in
the township. Such ordinanceshallnot becomeeffective
until ten days after the publication aforesaid. In any
casein which maps, plansor drawingsof any kind are
adoptedaspart of an ordinance,thecommissionersmay,
insteadof publishingthe sameaspart of the ordinance,
refer, in publishing the ordinance,to the place where
such maps, plans or drawings are on file and may be
examined. No ordinance, or resolution of a legislative
character in the nature of an ordinance, shall be con-
sidered in force until the same is recorded in the ordi-
nance book of the township. All township ordinances
shall, within one monthafter their passage,be recorded
by the township secretaryin a book provided for that
purpose,which shall be at all times open to the in-
spectionof citizens. The entryof thetownshipordinance
in the ordinancebookby the secretaryshall be sufficient
without the signatureof the president of the board of
commissionersor other person. Any and all township
ordinancesor portions thereof, the text of which prior
to the effectivedate of this amendmentshall have been
attachedto the ordinance book, shall be consideredin
forcejust as if such ordinancesor portions thereof had
beenrecordeddirectly upon the pagesof such ordinance
book: Provided, That all other requirementsof this act
applicable to the enactment,approval, advertising and
recording of such ordinancesor portions thereof were
complied with within the time limit prescribedby this
act. In the adoption of any ordinance setting up a
building code, plumbing code, zoning code and such
amendmentsto a zoning codeas amountsto a complete
code in itself or other code complete in itself, for the
regulationof any trade,occupationor line of activity,
or undertaking, it shall not be required (this or any
other law to the contrary notwithstanding) in publish-
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ing such ordinanceto publish such code in full, but it
shall be sufficient compliancewith this act in such pub-
lication to set forth briefly the substanceof such pro-
posedcode, and to give notice of the place where such
code is on file andmay be examined. In casesof zoning
additional notice mustbe given of the placewhere the
zonemapsareon file andmay be examined.

Complaint as to the legality of any ordinance or
resolution may be madeto the court of quarter sessions
upon entering into bond with sufficient security to be
approvedby the court to prosecutethe samewith effect
and for the paymentof costs by any personaggrieved,
within thirty days after any ordinance or resolution
takes effect. The determinationand the order of the
court thereonshall be conclusive. In casesof the laying
out of streetsoverprivate propertythe court shallhave
jurisdiction to review theproprietyaswell as thelegality
of the ordinance.

Section1503. Typewritten,Printed, Photostatedand
Microfilmed RecordsValid; Ilecording or Transcribing
Records.—Alltownshiprecords required to be recorded
or transcribed shall be deemed valid if typewritten,
printed, photostatedor microfilmed, and where record-
ing in a specifiedbookof record is required,suchrecords
may be recordedor transcribed directly upon the pages
of such book of record or may be attached thereto to
such book of record by stapling or by glue or any other
adhesivesubstanceor material, and all records hereto-
fore recordedor transcribed in any mannerauthorized
by this sectionare validated. Whenany record shall he
recorded or transcribed after the effectivedate of this
amendmentby attaching such record or a copy thereof
to the book of record as hereinaboveprovided,the town-
ship seal shall be impressedupon each page to which
such record is attached,each impressionthereof cover-
ing both a portion of the attachedrecord and a portion
of the page of the book of record to which such record
is attached.
