Treasury held for the payment of outstanding checks; providing
for the escheat of moneys where checks are not presented within
geven years; and providing for issuance of replacement checks
issued in lieu of outstanding checks when presented.



SESSION OF 1963. Act No.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Treasury Department as of the first

day of July, one thousand nine hundred and sixty-three,
and on the first day of July of each year thereafter,
shall take credit on its books and calculate as cash to
the credit of the proper funds all amounts held in State
depositories or otherwise for the payment of checks
which on said dates had been issued for a period of one
year or more and which had not been presented for pay-
ment.
" Upon presentation for payment of any check to the
Treasury Department which is more than one year and
not more than seven years old, the Treasury Department
shall requisition and issue a replacement check to the
person entitled thereto which shall be paid from the
appropriation made to the Treasury Department for
such purpose from each of the various funds.

Section 2. No replacement check shall hereafter be
issued for the payment of any claim where the original
check has not been presented to the Treasury Depart-
ment for payment within a period of seven years from
the date of issue and all claims against the Common-
wealth for which checks have been outstanding for this
period shall bé ¢considered paid. The period of seven years
is hereby declared to be the longest period of time during
which a check issued by the Treasury Department may
be honored and all sums of money held or appropriated
for the payment of such checks not presented within
said period are hereby escheated to the Commonwealth.

Section 3. Upon the effective date of this act, all
balances of prior appropriations for replacement checks
in the various funds shall lapse.

Section 4. The act of July 12, 1935 (P. L. 996), en-
titled ‘“An act providing for the eredit of moneys to
various funds in the State Treasury held for the payment
of outstanding checks; providing for the escheat of
moneys where checks are not presented within seven
years; and making appropriations out of various funds
to pay replacement ‘checks issued in lieu of outstanding
checks, when presented; and to correct errors,”’ is re-
pealed.

All' other acts and parts of acts are repealed insofar
as they are inconsistent herewith.

Section 5. This act shall take effect July 1, 1963.
