Amending the act of May 11, 1921 (P. L. 522), entitled, as
amended,“An act relating to dogs, and theprotectionof live
stock,poultry andgamebirds raisedin captivity from damageby
dogs; providing for the licensing of dogs by the Secretaryof
Agriculture; providing for theenumerationof dogsby assessors;
regulatingthe keeping of dogs, and authorizingtheir destruc-
tion in certain cases;providing for the protectionof licensed
dogs, and for dogs temporarily imported for trial, show, and
breeding purposes; prescribing certain privileges for hunting
dogs anddogs ownedor used by the Boardof GameCommis-
sioners; providing for the assessmentof damagesdone to live
stock, poultry, and game birds by dogs, and for live stock
killed by, or dying from, rabies and for the illegal killing of
licenseddogs, and the paymentof such damagesby the Com-
monwealth; imposing powers and duties on certain State,
county,city, borough,town, andtownshipofficers andemployes,
directing the paymentof all moneyscollected into the State
Treasury;andproviding penalties,”increasingtheadditionalfee.
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The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- 9~o~Law of
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section3, actof May 11, 1921 (P. L. 522),
known as the “Dog Law of 1921,” amendedApril 9,
1929 (P. L. 456), is amendedto read:

Section 3. On or beforethefifteenth day of January,
one thousandnine hundredand twenty-two, and on or
before the fifteenthday of January,of eachyear there-
after, the ownerof any dog six monthsold or overshall
apply to the county treasurerof his respectivecounty,
or to a qualified justice of the peace,alderman,magis-
trate, or notary public of his respectivedistrict, either
orally or in writing, or to the Departmentof Revenue
on a form prescribedby it, for a licensefor such dog
ownedor kept by him. Suchapplicationshall statethe
breed,sex, age, color, andmarking of suchdog, and the Contents.
nameandaddressof the last previousowner; andshall
be accompaniedby a licensefee of one dollar for each Fee.
maledog, andfor eachspayedfemale dog for which the
certificateof a veterinarianor the affidavit of the owner
is produced,andby a licensefee of two dollarseachfor
all other female dogs, exceptwhen the license is issued
by the Departmentof Revenuethe applicantshall also
pay an additional fee of [ten] twenty cents for the
issuing,recording,andreportingsaid licenseto the Dc-

•partmentof Revenueandremittingfees andfines to the
State Treasurer through the Department of Revenue.
The county treasurersof the several counties of this
Commonwealthshall be agentsof the Commonwealthfor
the collection of said licensefees; unlessand until the
Departmentof Revenueshall determine,with the ap-
proval of the Governor,to issue all of said licensesdi-
rectly, and for servicesrenderedin collectingand pay-
ing over the same,the said agentsshall be allowed to
retain the sum of [ten] twenty cents from the amount
paid by each licensee,which amount shall be paid into
the county treasury,except that said county treasurers
may retain out of said fees amountsnecessaryto re-
imbursethem for any expenses,includingthe compensa-
tion of necessaryemployes,incurred in the collection
andtransmissionof moneyfor the Commonwealthunder
the provisionsof this act: Provided,however,That the
number and compensationof such employesshall have
beenapprovedby the Departmentof Revenue. County
Treasurersshall also be entitled to retain out of fees
heretofore received hereunderamounts heretofore ac-
tually expendedfor the paymentof expenses,including
the compensationof employesactually incurred in the
collection and transmissionof money under the provi-
sions of this act.

shall be paid into the respectivecounty treasuries.

Section 2. Section 6 of the act is amendedto read:

Section 6. Any justice of the peace,alderman,magis-
trate, or notary public, within this Commonwealth,who
has qualified by having appliedto the county treasurer
of his county for and receivedapplication forms, may
take applicationsfor dog licensesfor which service the
applicant shall pay [fifteen] twenty cents, in addition
to the license fee prescribedas the cost of said dog
license and the compensationof the county treasurer.
Said [fifteen] twenty cents shall be retained by said
official as his fee for taking such application and re-
nutting payment therefor to the county treasurerof
the county in which said dogsare located. Suchapplica-
tion and remittance shall be forwarded to the proper
county treasurerwithin twenty-four hours for issuance
of the license. No dog license shall be issued, at any
place otherthan the office of the county treasurer.

Amendingthe act of May 15, 1874 (P. L. 186), entitled “An act
declaring what offices are incompatible,” making the office of
aldermanor justice of the peaceincompatiblewith the office
of treasurer,tax collector or assessorof anycity, borough,town
or townshipof thefirst classandwith the office of taxcollector,
assessor,secretary or secretary-treasurerof any township of
thesecondclass.

Incompatible The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
offices. sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of May 15, 1874 (P. L. 186),
entitled “An act declaring what offices are incompati-
ble,” is amendedby adding,after section5, a newsec-
tion to read:

Section5.1. The office of aldermanor justice of the
peaceshall be incompatib~ewith the office of treasurer
or tax~collectoror assessorof any city, borough,town or
townshipof the first classandwith the office of secretary
or secretary-treasureror tax collector or assessorof any
townshipof the secondclass.
