Public Utility The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
Law. sylvaniahereby enactsas follows:

SectIon 311, act Section 1. Section 311 of the act of May 28 1937
of May 28, 1987, . . . ‘ ,,
p. L. 1058, (P. L. 1053), known as the Public Utility Law, is
amended, amendedto read:

Section 311. Valuation of Property of a Public
ljtility.—The commissionmay, after reasonablenotice
andhearing,ascertainand fix thefair valueof the whole
or any part of the property of any public utility, in so
far asthe sameis materialto the exerciseof the jurisdic-
tion of the commission,.andmay makerevaluationsfrom
time to time and ascertainthe fair value of all new
construction,extensions,and additionsto the property
of anypublic utility. Whenany public utility furnishes
more than one of the different types of utility service
enumeratedin paragraphseventeenof sectiontwo of this
act, the commission shall segregatethe property used
anduseful in furnishing each type of suchseFvice,and
shall not consider the property of such public utility
as a unit in determiningthe value of the property of
such public utility for the purposeof fixing rates. In
fixing any rate of a public utility engagedexclusively
in commoncarriage of passengersby motor vehicles,the
commissionmay, in lieu of other standardsestablished
by law, fix thefair return by relatingthefair andreason-
able operating expenses,depreciation, taxes and other
costsof furnishingservice to carrier operating revenues.

Effectivedate. Section 2. This act shall takeeffect in ninety days.

AN ACT

Amendingtheact of April 19, 1945 (P. L. 272), entitled “An act
to promoteinterstatecooperationfor the conservationand pro-
tection of waterresourcesin the DelawareRiver Basin,” trans-
ferring the functionsof the InterstateCommissionon theDela-
ware River, providing for the dispositionof its unexpendedfunds
and properties,and providing for the continuanceof certain
eniployesunder the PennsylvaniaState RetirementSysteñi.
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The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of April 19, 1945 (P. . L.
272),entitled ‘‘An act to promoteinterstatecooperation
for the conservationand protection of water resources
in the DelawareRiver Basin,” is amendedto read:

Section 1. That part of the area of the Delaware
River Basin lying within this stateis herebyestablished
and declaredto be a componentpart of an interstate
region for the intergovernmentalcooperation by said
states in the conservation,protectionand development
of the water resaurcesthereof by meansof integrated
plans,and [said InterstateCommissionon the Delaware
River Basin] the Delaware River Basin Commissionis
herebyrecognizedas the duiy establishedregionalcom-
mission, or agency,of this ~tate for intergovernmental
cooperation [in effectuatingthe purposesdescribed in
paragraph (2) of the above preamble, with full and
completeauthority to exercisefor the accomplishment
of said purposes,the governmentalmachinery,powers
and dutiesconferredby this stateupon said Commission
(or Committee)on InterstateCooperation].

Section 2. The functions and powers of the Inter-
state Commission on the Delaware River are hereby
transferredfrom that Commissionto the DelawareRiver
BasinCommission,an InterstateCommission,established
by the act of ~July7, 1961 (P. L. 518),andany and all
referenceto the InterstateCommissionon the Delaware
River Basin shall be construedto mean the Delaware
River Basin Commission.

Section 3. Any and all interestsin the funds and
propertiesof the InterstateCommissionon the Delaware
River Basin which are or may be in the possessionor
control of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniaor in
which the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniamay havean
equity or to which the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
may have title are herebytransferredto the Delaware
River Basin Commissionwith powerin said Commission
to hold, useanddisposeof any andall such interests in
accordancewith the compactunderwhich said Commis-
sion functions.

Section 4. Pendingthe dissolutionof the Interstate
Commissionon the DelawareRiver Basin, said Commis-
sion may transferany interestof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvaniain funds or property in its possessionto
the DelawareRiver BasinCommissionwhich latter Com-
mission may hold, use and dispose of pursuantto the
provisions of the compactunderwhich it functions.
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Section 5. The dissolutionof the InterstateCommis-
sion on the DelawareRiver Basin and the transferof
its funds and properties,or any portion thereof, shall
not be construedas a disavowalof any activity or pro-
gramof said Commissionnor as a direction for the dis-
continuanceof any ~~uchprogram or activity. Hence-
forth, the Delaware River Basin Commission, subject
to the provisionsof the DelawareRiver Basin Compact,
shall have full power and authority to continue any
activity or program hitherto carried on by the Inter-
stateCommissionon the DelawareRiver Basin.

Section 6. Any employesof the InterstateCommis-
sion on the DelawareRiver Basin, who have beenin-
cluded in the PennsylvaniaRetirementSystem for at
least ten yearsprior to January1, 1963, and who are
or shall be employedby the DelawareRiver Basin Com-
mission,shallbe continuedunderthe PennsylvaniaState
RetirementSystemand such employesshall be deemed
to be State employes’within the meaningof the act of
June27, 1923 (P. L. 858),section1, as amended,from
the time of their employmentby the Delaware River
Basin Commission.

Section 7. The act of May 21, 1943 (P. L. 422),
entitled “An act to promote interstatecooperationfor
the use,conservation,protectionandequitablediversion
of the water resourcesin the DelawareRiver Basin, be-
tweenandamongthe Statesof Pennsylvania,New York
andNewJersey,for the purposeof meetingprospective
needsfor domesticand municipal water supply; regu-
latingand limiting the useof the watersof the Delaware
River and its tributaries; and prescribing rules and
standardsrequiring permits from, and providing for
hearingsby the Waterand PowerResourcesBoard,and
for appealsfrom its decision;vestingpowerin the Water
andPower ResourcesBoard to varyor modify the rules
and standardsunder certain conditions; and to adopt
rules and regulations;and further defining its powers
and duties; requiringnotice to the Statesof New York
andNew Jerseyof all applicationsfor water .diversion;
providing for the filing of stipulationsby the Attorney
General with the United StatesSupreme Court, and
obtainingits approvalof water diversions,” is repealed.

Effective lm- Section 8. The provisions of this act shall become
mediately. .effective immediately upon enactment.
