(4) When the judgment creditor cannot be found, if
the judgment debtor deposits in escrow with the pro-
thonotary of the county where the judgment was entered
an amount equal to the amount of the judgment, interest
to date and record costs, which shall be retained by the
prothonotary for a period of five years from the date of
the deposit, after which if it has not been claimed by
the judgment creditor, it shall be returned to the judg-
ment debtor. When any such deposit is made, the pro-
thonotary shall notify the judgment creditor and his
counsel, if any, by certified or registered mail at his last
known address. No interest shall run on any judgment
if the money 1s deposited with the prothonotary under
the terms of this clause.
