The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. In additionto the judgesprovided for in
the act of January8, 1952 (P. L. 1844), entitled “An
act to designatethe several judicial districts of the
Commonwealth,asrequiredby the Constitution,andto
provide for the election and commissioningof judges
learnedin the law for the said districts,” oneadditional
law judge is hereby authorized and provided for the
court of common pleasof the thirty-eighth judicial dis-
trict, who shall possessthe samequalificationswhich are
requiredby the Constitutionand laws for the president
judge of the court of common pleasof the district and
who shallholdhis office for a like term andby the same
tenureand shall have the same power, authority and
jurisdiction and shall be subject to the same duties,
restrictions and penalties an~shall receive the same
compensationprovided for by law for judgeslearnedin

Section 1. Establishment.—Thereis hereby created
a bodycorporateandpolitic constitutinga public corpo-
ration and governmentinstrumentalitywhich shall be
known as the “PennsylvaniaHigher EducationAssist-
ance Agency.”

Section 2. Purpose.—Thepurpose of such agency
shall be to improve the highereducationalopportunities
of personswho are residentsof this State andwho are
attending approvedinstitutions of higher education,in
this State or elsewhere,requiring for admission high
school graduationor its equivalence,by lending funds
to suchpersonsto assistthem in meeting their expenses
of higher educationin accordancewith the provisions
of this act.
