AN ACT

Amendingthe act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidatingandrevising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle Financial ResponsibilityAct andother acts
relating to the ownership,possessionand use of vehiclesand
tractors,” prohibiting the installation or operationof certain
radios on school buses,and providing penalties.

The Vehicle The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
Code. sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Subsection (b), Section 1. Subsection(b) of section840, act of April
~ act 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), known as “The Vehicle Code,” is

Section 840. SchoolBuses;Safety Requirements.—
* * * * *

(b) No personshall own or operatea schoolbuscarry-
ing school children on the highways of this Common-
wealththat, in additionto the otherrequirementsof this
act, doesnot conform with the following:

.* * * * *

(13) No school busshall be equippedwith a radio, or
haveone therein installed,exceptone which is usedfor
intercommunicationor civil defensepurposes. The pro-
visions of this clauseshall not apply to busesownedor
operatedby a person subject to the jurisdiction of the
PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission,but it shall be
unlawful to play or operate a radio therein when the
bus is transporting school children and chaperonsex-
clusively, exceptone which is usedfor intercommunica-
tion or civil defensepurposes.

Penalty.—Any personviolating any of the provisions
of this section,shall, upon summaryconvictionbeforea
magistrate,be sentencedto pay a fine of not less than
ten dollars ($10.00) and not more than twenty-five dol-
lars ($25.00) and costs of prosecution, and, in default
of the paymentthereof, shall undergoimprisonment for
not less than five (5) daysandnot more than ten (10)
days.

relating to the ownership, possessionand use of vehicles and
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tractors,” changing limitations upon the operation of commer-
cial motor vehicles for carriageof passengers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 503, act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. ~ 29.

58), known as “The Vehicle Code,” is amendedto read: ~d~à’~ 58,

Section 503. Use of CommercialRegistrationPlates
Limited.—Exceptfor transportingauthorizedemployes
of the owner or lessee,school children along wsth chap-
erons not exceedingfive (5) in number for schoolpur-
poses,and to and from extra-curricular activities, and
childrenalong with chaperonsnot exceedingfive (5) in
numberbetweentheir homesand Sundayschool in com-
mercial motor vehicles owned by any school district,
parochial school or private school, and school children
along with chaperonsnot exceedingfive (5) in number
betweentheir homesand school,and to andfrom extra-
curricular activities if the personperformingthe extra-
curricular transportationhasa contractwith the school
or school district in which the school is located for the
transportationof its studentsbetweentheir homes and
school and children along with chaperonsnot exceeding
five (5) in number betweentheir homes and Sunday
school in commercialmotorvehiclesoperated,undercon-
tract, with anyschooldistrict, parochialschoolor private
school, it shall be unlawful for any personor political
subdivision to operate any commercial vehicle for the
carriageof passengers.A copy of any leaseor contract
shall be maintainedin the vehicle at all times.

The clause extra-curricular activities shall include
athletic,forensic,musical,dramaticor any othersimilar
eventor exhibition, held underthe supervisionof school
authorities,in which the school childrenareparticipants
or spectators,and in which the school is representedby
a teamor participatingbody.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating any of the provisions
of this sectionshall, upon summaryconvictionbefore a
magistrate, be sentencedto pay a fine of twenty-five
dollars ($25.00)andcost~of prosecution,and,in default
of the paymentthereof,shallundergoimprisonmentfor
not more than five (5) days.
