AN ACT

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P. L. 1333), entitled “An act
concerning elections, including general, municipal, special and
primary elections, the nomination of candidates, primary and
election expenses and election contests; creating and defining
membership of county boards of elections; imposing duties
upon the Secretary of the Commonwealth, courts, county
boards of elections, county commissioners; imposing penalties
for violation of the act, and codifying, revising and consolidat-
ing the laws relating thereto; and repealing certain acts and
parts of acts relating to elections,” providing for the position
of candidates’ names on voting machines used in primary
elections.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 1110, act of June 3, 1937 (P. L.
1333), known as the ‘‘Pennsylvania Election Code,’’ is
amended by adding, at the end thereof, a new subsection

to read:

Section 1110. Form of Ballot Labels on Voting Ma-
chines.—
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(k) Except as hereinafter provided in primary elec-
tions where there are a sufficient number of ballot frames
on one row or column to accommodate all the candidates
of a political party, the names of all the candidates shall
appear on that row or column in the order that was es-
tablished under the provisions of sections 915 and 916
of this act. Where there are four or more candidates for
a particular office, the names of the candidates may be
divided between the rows or columns as equally as pos-
stble so long as the order as provided in sections 915 and
916 is maintained.
