—When a decree of adoption of a minor is made or
enteredin conformitywith the laws of a foreigncountry
wherebya child born in that country is adoptedby a
residentcitizen of this Commonwealth,a copy of the
final decree,certified by the court granting or decreeing
the adoption, and subscribedand sworn to before the
Consul of the United Statesof Americaor other appro-
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priate representativeof the United Statesthen assigned
to the foreign country, may be filed with the prothono-
tary or clerk of the [orphans’] court as the procedure
establishedmayrequire in the county of residenceof the
adoptingparents. Thefeechargedfor suchfiling by the
prothonotaryor clerk of the court shall be twelve dol-
lars ($12). Thedecreeandsuch otherdocumentsas may
be filed therewithshall be kept in the files of the court
as a permanentrecord thereof, and shall be kept from
inspection except on order grantedupon causeshown.
