Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidatingandrevising the Vehicle Code,the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle FinancialResponsibilityAct and other acts
relating to the ownership,possessionand use of vehiclesand
tractors,” changing time for bringing informations charging
violations of the act concerningofficial inspection stations.

Section 1201. Limitation of Actions.— ~

(a) Informations, chargingviolations of any of the
summary provisions of this act in such detail as the
departmentmay prescribe as being necessaryfor its
records, shall be brought before the nearestavailable
magistratewithin the city, borough, incorporatedtown,
or township in the county where the allegedviolation
occurred,exceptfor informationscharginganysuchvio-
lationsin the City of Philadelphiawhichshallbe brought
before any magistrateof the traffic court of Philadel-
phia, and except for informations chargingany such
violations in any city of the secondclasswhich shall be
brought before any police magistrateof the municipal
traffic court of suchcity, andexceptviolationsof section
624, clause(8), shall be determinedto haveoccurredin
the county where the affidavit was sworn to or where
the form was filled in, or in Dauphin Countywhere the
application or form was receivedby the department,
and except information charging any such violations
upon any turnpike or highway under the supervision
of the PennsylvaniaTurnpike Commission,which shall
be brought before the available magistratewithin the
county where the alleged violation occurred who is
nearestin eitherdirectionto the first exit or interchange
or emergencyexit from that part of the turnpike or
highway where the allegedviolation occurred; where
thereis no substantialdifferencebetweenthe respective
distancesfrom the placewhere the alleged violation oc-
curred or the exit or interchangeor emergencyexit from
a turnpike to the offices of more than one magistrate,
any such prosecutionmay be broughtbeforeany one of
such magistrates,or if there is no personholding the
office of magistratein such city, borough, incorporated
town, or township, then such information shall be
brought before suchnearestavailable magistratein any
adjoining city, borough,incorporatedtown, or township
in the county,within fifteen (15) daysafter the commis-
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sion of the alleged offense and not thereafter, except that
where an information is filed against a person prima
fade guilty of a summary offense, and it subsequently
appears that a person other than the person named in
the information was the offender, an information may be
filed against such other person within fifteen (15) days
after his or her identity shall have been discovered, and
excepting further, that informations charging violations
of the provisions of sections205, 207,210, 212, 213, 407,
507 (a), 512, 612, 624 (2), (3), (8), 818, 819, 834, 1025,
1027 (d) and 1218 of this act, may be brought within
fifteen (15) days after it is discovered that a violation
of any of these sections has beencommitted.
