The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 5, act of April 28, 1903 (P. L.
332), entitled “An act for the annexationof any city,
borough,township, or part of a township,to a contiguous
city, and providing for the indebtednessof the same,”
amendedApril 7, 1927 (P. L. 161), is amendedto read:

Section 5. If it shall appear by the vote when
countedthat a majority has voted for annexation,the
court shall enter a decree accordingly; otherwise the
proceedingsshall be dismissed:Provided,however,That
in proceedingsfor the annexationof part of a township
no decreeof annexationshallbe entereduntil the [State]
Council of Basic Education,after due inquiry into the
consequenteffect uponthe schooldistrictsaffected,shall
approvein writing of the proposedannexation. In ease
the proceedingsshall be dismissed,no petitions from
that city, borough,township, or part of a township, shall
thereafter be presentedunless signed by twenty per
centumof the qualified voters thereof,as shown by the
registry lists for the last preceding general election;
and the court shall exerciseits discretionas to allowing
such petitions to be filed: Provided, however, That
should the court permit such petition to be filed, no
election shall be ordered to be held within two years
from the dateof the former electionon suchannexation.
If in such easethe court allows the petition to be filed,
the proceedingsshall be asherein provided for on the
first petition.

Section 1. Subsection(1) of section407 act of June Subsection (1),

section 407,1, 1959 (P. L. 350),known as the Public SchoolEm- act of June 1,
ployes’ RetirementCode of 1959,’’ is amendedto read: ~ 350,

Section 407. Minimum Benefits to Former School
Employes.—

(1) Any personsixty-two (62) yearsof ageor older
who was a classroom teacher, principal, supervising
principal or superintendentin the public schools of
Pennsylvaniafor at least twenty (20) yearsand who
separatedfrom school service for any reasonprior to
July 1, 1919, and who was not thereafter engagedin
school service, except temporarily for not more than
two (2) whole school years, or any personwho was a
classroom teacher, principal, supervising principal or
superintendentin the public schoolsof Pennsylvaniafor
at least fourteen (14) years and who separatedfrom
school service becauseof physical or mental disability
prior to July 1, 1919, and who still is unable to teach
becauseof such disability, shall receive a State com-
pensation [equal to one-eightieth (1/80) of his final
averagesalaryfor each year of school service but not
less than fifty dollars ($50) permonth] of onehundred
dollars ($100) per month, if such former teachershall
agree, in writing, and hold himself ready under the
direction of the board of school directorsto advise and
counsel with school officials, to visit and counselwith
new teachers,to act as substituteteacherwhen able, to
examineandreporton public schoolwork, to visit pupils’
homesin the interestsof child welfare, to attend edu-
cational conferencesand addressesandto be concerned
with othereducationalwork as maybe deemednecessary
and helpful to community-schoolinterests. Any State
compensationpayableunder this subsectionto any per-
son who is receiving a retirement allowanceunder the
provisions of a local teachers’ retirement systemshall
be reducedby the annualamount of the retiremental-
lowance receivedfrom such local teachers’ retirement
system.
