Amendingthe title andact of May 28, 1931 (P. L. 202), entitled
“An act providing for the licensing and regulation of motor
boats operatedor navigatedupon any public stream,artificial
or naturalbody of water,or non-tidalwatersof anyriver within
the Commonwealth;conferringpowersandimposingdutieson
certain police officers and the Board of Fish Commissioners,
including the enforcementof certain existing laws; and pre-
scribingpenalties,”further regulatingmotor boating,prescribing
powersanddutiesof the NavigationCommissionfor the Dela-
ware River and its navigable tributaries,bringing certain tidal
waters within the scope of the act, providing for registration
feesand additional penalties,allocating fines, feesand penalties,
and making editorial changes.

Motor Boat Law. The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-

sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Thetitle, act of May 28, 1931 (P. L. 202.),
entitled “An act providing for the licensingandregula-
tion of motor boats operatedor navigatedupon any
public stream, artificial or natural body of water, or
non-tidal watersof any river within the Commonwealth;
conferring powersand imposingdutieson certainpolice
officers andthe Board of Fish Commissioners,including
the enforcementof certainexistinglaws; andprescribing
penalties,’’ is amendedto read:

AN ACT

Providing for the [licensing] registration and regula-
tion of motor boatsoperatedor navigatedupon any
public stream,artificial or natural body of water, or
[non-tidal watersof] any river within the Common-
wealth; conferring powers and imposing duties on
certain police officers, [and the Board of Fish Com-
missioners]the PennsylvaniaFishCommissionand the
Navigation Commissionfor the Delaware River and
its navigabletributaries, including the enforcementof
certain existing laws; granting powers and imposing
duties upon the Departmentof Revenue;and pre-
scribing penalties.

Section 2. Section 1 of the act, amendedJune 21,
1937 (P. L. 1984), is amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the following
words and terms,when usedin this act, shall have the
meaningsascribedto them in this section:

[“Board.” The Board of Fish Commissionersof the
Commonwealth or its duly authorized representative.]

“Commission.” The PennsylvaniaFish Commission
of the Commonwealthor its duly authorized repre-
sentatives.

“Inland Waters.” Any [public] non-tidal stream,
river, lake, artificial or natural body of water within
the Commonwealth.

“Motor Boat.” Any [boat electrically propelled or
any boat propelledby any type of internal combustion
motor of one or more cylinders, including any type of
water craft propelled by an out-board motor.] vessel
propelled by machinery,whetheror not suchmachinery
is the principal source-of propulsion, except a vessel
possessinga valid marinedocumentissuedby the Bureau
of Customsof the United Statesor any Federal agency
successorthereto,or by anyforeign government.

“Navigation Commission.” The Navigation Commis-
sionfor the DelawareRiver and its navigabletributaries
or its authorizedrepresentatives.

“Operate” means to navigate or otherwise use a
vessel.

“Owner” meansa person,other than a lien holder,
having the property in or title to a vessel. The term
includesa personentitled to the use or possessionof a
vesselsubjectto the interestof anotherpersonreserved
or created by agreementand securingpaymentor per-
formanceof an obligation, but the term excludesa lessee
under a leasenot intendedas security.

“Person.” An individual, copartnership,a~sociation,
or corporation.

“Tidal Waters.” All tidal waters of the Delaware
River and its navigabletributaries within the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania.

“Vessel” meanseverydescriptionof watercraft, other
than seaplanes,on the water used or capable of being
usedas a meansof transportation on water or on ice,
it being the intent that ice boatsshall be regarded as
watercraft for the purposeof this act, but shall not in-
elude foot and hand propelledcraft.

Section1.2. (a) Within the limitations set forth,
the Fish Commissionis the primary agencyfor the ad-
ministration of this act, for orderly administration es-
pecially in official contacts with other states and the
Federal Government.All reports, including numbered
vesselsand boating accidentreports, shall emanatefrom
the Fish Commissionbut be basedupon such material
as the Fish Commissionhas obtainedfrom the Naviga-
tion Commissionfor the Delaware River and its naviga-
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ble tributaries as to matters whichare within the jvris-
diction of the latter commission.

(b) The navigation commission for the Delaware
River and its navigable.tributariesis authorizedto as-
sumeconcurrent jurisdiction and enforce this act upon
the tidal watersof Pennsylvaniaand is also authorized
to accept any additional jurisdictional authority which
may be delegatedto it by the Fish Commi.csion and
which it is grantedunder this act.

(c) There is hereby createdin the Fish Commission
an Advisory Board for Boating which shall consist of
the Secretary of Forests and Waters,or his designate,
and the assistant executivedirector of the Fis7i Com-
mission in charge of the Watercraft Safety Division,
both of whomshall be ex officio members,and five mem-
bers to be appointedby the Governorwho shall he ex-
periencedboatmenas evidencedby (1) the ownershipof
a vessel,and (2) active membershipin representative
boating associations,yacht clubs, or other similar or-
ganizations. As far as possiblethe membersof the board
shall be bipartisan and representthe various geographi-
cal sectionsand boating interestsof the Commonwealth.
The membersof the board shall receive no salary or
traveling expensesor other reimbursement.

(d) The advisoryboardshall consistof five voluntary
membersall of whomshall be appointed for terms of
office as follows: two membersto serve terms of three
years, two membersto serve terms of four years and
one memberto servea term of five years from the first
day of February, .1964. Upon expiration of said original
terms, subsequentappointmentsshall be for five years,
exceptin the caseof a vacancy,in which eventappoint-
ment shall be only for the remainderof the unexpired
term. The committee shall annually select one of its
membersas chairman.

(e) The committeeshall meet at such times as may
be specifiedupon call of the chairman,three members
or the commission.The place, date and time of meet-
ings shall be set by the committeein cooperationwith
commissionrequests.

(f) The assistantdirector of the Fish Commissionin
chargeof Watercraft SafetyDivision shall serve assec-
retary of the board.

Section 3. A~Any personowning a motor boat and
desiring to operateor navigatethe boat, or causeit to
be operatedor navigated, on any inland [water,) or
tidal watersofthe Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,shall
make a written applicationto the Departmentof Reve-
nueor to anyissuingagentauthorizedby the department,
as hereinafterprovided, for a [license] registration for
such boat. Such application shall be made on a form
prescribed,prepared,and furnishedby the Department
of Revenue,and, together with such other information
as the [Department of Revenue] commissionmay re-
quire, shall state:

[(a)] The nameandaddressof the applicant,and,if
the applicantis a partnership,the namesand addresses
of all the partners,and,if the applicantis a corporation,
the namesand addressesof the officers.

[(b) The size, seatingor othercapacity,gross weight.
andtype of the boat.

(c) The type, numberof cylinders, the horse power,
andmaximumspeedof the motor, andthetype of muffler
or under-waterexhaustused in connection with such
motor.

(d) The engine number of the motor which propels
the boat.]

B. Upon receipt of [an] a signed application, and
upon the paymentof [a licensefeeof onedollar for each
cylinder of the motor built in or attachedto the boat,
or a fee of two dollarsin the caseof electricallypropelled
boat,] an annual registration fee,and in the event that
the [license] registration is issuedby an issuingagent,a
fee of twenty-five cents (25~)for the use of the issuing
agent, the Departmentof Revenueor its issuing agent
shall issueto the applicantowner a [license] certificate
of registration for hisboat [,which shallcontaina serial
number correspondingwith the numberon the license
issuedto the owner,andshallbe displayedconspicuously
at all times,oneon eachside of the bow of theboat. Such
licenseshall be usedonly on the boat the engineof which
bears the number set forth in the application]. The
registration number shown on the certificate of regis-
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tration shall be painted on or attachedto eachside of
the bow of the motorboat in order that it maybe clearly
visible. No other numbershall be displayedon the bow.
The numbershall be maintainedin a legible condition.
Registrationfeesfor a one-yearperiod shall be four dol-
lars ($4) for any boat of less thansixteen(16) feet. The
annual registration fee for boats of sixteen (16) feet or
more in length shall be six dollars ($6). Watercraft
other thanmotorboatsmaybe similarly registeredat the
option of the owner.

C. Tile Departmentof Revenuemay designateas is-
suing agentsthe county treasureror such otherpersons
in eachcounty, as it deemsadvantageous,to provide for
the issuanceof motor boat [licenses] registration in ac-
cordancewith the provisionsof this section. For serv-
ices renderedin collecting and paying over such [li-
cense] registration fees, each issuing agentshall charge
and retain an additional fee of twenty-five cents (25ç~)
from the personsecuringthe [license] registration.

D. Every issuing agent [, unless alreadyunderbond
with the Departmentof Revenueas an agent for the
collectionof its moneys,]shall give bond to the Common-
wealth, in the sum of one thousand dollars ($1000),
before any supply of [licenses] registration forms is
delivered to him.

E. Eachissuingagent, c~therthana county treasurer,
shall remit all moneys collected for the Commonwealth
within five (5) days after the end of each mont-h to the
State Treasurer,through the Departmentof Revenue,
togetherwith a copy of a list of [licenses] registrations
issuedduring the precedingmonth.

F. The numbering requirementsof this act shall not
apply to:

(a) Any boat awarded a number by another state
under a numbering systemapproved by Federal au-
thority for the sameperiod of time during which that
stateextendsa similar reciprocal privilege to boatsfrom
this State,but in no event less than ninety (90) days,
nor shall such requirementsapply to any boatnumbered
by Federal authority until i-he expiration date of the
Federalnumbering.

(b) A foreign vesseltemporarily using the watersof
this Commonwealth.

(c) A public boat of the United Statesor State or
municipal bDat.

(d) A ship’s lifeboat.

Section 4. Dealers’ [license plates] registration
numbers,bearing the additional mark “X,” may be
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usedon any motor boat in the possessionof such manu-
facturer, jobber, or dealerwhen the boat is being used
for demonstrationtrial or test purposes. Application
for dealers’ [licenses] registrationsshall be madeupon
a form provided by the Departmentof Revenue,and
shall set forth the full name and businessaddressof
the applicantandsuch other informationas the Depart-
ment of Revenueshall require, and shall be signedby
such manufacturer,jobber or dealer. Upon receipt of
the application,and upon the payment of a [license]
registration fee of five dollars for the initial set and
five dollars for eachadditional set, the Departmentof
Revenue shall issue to the applicant manufacturer,
jobber, or dealer a dealer’s [license, together with
duplicatemetallic licenseplates, which platesshall con-
tain the letter ‘‘X’’ and a serial numbercorresponding
with the numberon the licenseissuedto the dealer,and]
registration number which shall be displayedconspicu-
ously lone I on each side of the bow of the boat being
usedby the dealer.

Section 5. Dealers’ and owners’ [license plates]
registrations shall be valid only for the license year
April first of one year to March thirty-first of the suc-
ceeding year. [Upon the renewal of a license for any
subsequentyear, new license plates shall be issued by
the department.]All records relating to registration or
numberingmade or kept pursuant to this act shall be
public records.

Section 6. Special [licensesandlicenseplates] regis-
trations shall be issued free of chargeby the Depart-
ment of Revenuefor State ownedand operatedmotor
boats.

[Upon the transferof ownership or the
destructionof any motor boat, the owner shall remove
the license plates therefrom immediately and forward
sameto Departmentof Revenue.In the caseof transfer
of ownership, the facsimile of the license platesof the
transferormust be removed. In the event the license
plates have been destroyed,a sworn statementto that
effect shall be submittedto the Departmentof Revenue

A. The owner of a vesselnumberedin this Statepur-
suant to subsectionB of section3 of this act, or by the
Federal Governmentpursuant to the Federal Boating
Act of 1958, shall furnish the Departmentof Revenue
notice of the transfer of all or any part of his interest
other than the creationof a securityinterest in a vessel,
or of the destruction, or abandonmentOf such vessel,
within fifteen (15) days thereof. Such transfer, de-
struction, or abandonmentshall terminate the certificate
of registration for such vessel, exceptthat in the case
of a transfer of a part interestwhich doesnot affect the
owner’s right to operatesuchvessel,such transfershall
not terminate the certificateof registration.

B. Any holder of a certificate of registration shall
notify the Departmentof Revenuewithin fifteen (15)
days,if his addressno longer conformsto the address
appearingon the certificate and shall, as a part of such
notification, furnish the Departmentof Revenuewith
his new address. The commissionshall provide in its
rules and regulationsfor the surrenderof the certificate
bearing the former addressand its replacementwith a
certificate bearing the new addressof the holder.

No boat propelled by any type of in-
ternal combustionmotor of one or more cylinders, in-
cluding out-boardmotors, shall be operatedon any of
the inland or tidal watersof the Commonwealthunless
the sameis equippedwith a muffling devicesuppliedby
the manufacturerof the motor for that particularmodel,
without modification, to prevent excessiveor unusual
noise, which shall, at all tin~es,be maintainedin good
working order. No personshall operatea motor boat
with the cut-out open or muffler removed: Provided,
That nothing contained in this section shall be con-
strued to require motors to be so muffled when boats
are engagedin [legitimate] authorizedracing contests
or in preparationfor the same.

Section 11. Section 10 of the act, added May 31,
1933 (P. L. 1122), is amendedto read:

Section 10. Every owner of a motor boat causing
or knowingly permittingany personto operatea motor
boat on any inland or tidal waters,andany personwho
leasesor furnishesa motor boat to any other person,
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shall be jointly and severally liable with such other
person for a~ydamagescaused by the negligetice of
suchother personin operatingsuch motorboat.

Section 12. The act is amended by adding, after Ac?~iarn~ndedbY

Section10.1. (a) The owner of a boat livery shall
cause to be kept a legible record of the name and ad-
dress of the person or personshiring any vesselwhich
is designedor permitted by him to be operated as a
motor-boat, the identification ‘number thereof, and the
departurec/ate and time and the expectedor actual time
of return. This record shall be preserved for at least
one year.

(b) Neither the owner of a boat livery nor his agent
or employeshall permitany vesseldesignedor pe~~mImittecl
by him to be operatedas a motor-boat to depart from his
premisesunless it s/tall have been provided, either by
owner or renter,with the equipmentrequired pvrsuani
to this act and its implementingregulations.

Section 10.2. (a) No personshall operateany vessel
in a negligent mannerso as to endangerany other per-
son, vesselor property.

(b) No person.shall operatea vesselwhile intoxicated.
(c) No person shall operateor manipulateany vessel

tow rope or other deviceby which the direction, speedor
location of water skis, an aquaplaneor similar device
may be affectedor controlled in such a way as to cause
the water skis,aquaplaneor similar device, or any per-
son thereon, to collide with or strike againstany object
or person, or in any way cause damage or injury to
said objector person. No personshall violate any safety
regulationwhich has beenestablishedby the commission
to protect personsor property.

(d) No unauthorized person shall erase, cleface,
change, paint on, or in any way tamper with any
identification nnntber on the bow of a vessel.

(e) The commissionmaymakespecialor specificrules
which may vary from locality to locality to meet local
conditions for the regulation of water skiing and aqua-
planing and, in addition, may require the presenceof
two persons in the towing vesselor a wide angle rear
view mirror. The provisionsof scctioa 11 shall be ap-
plicable to theserules.

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(a) General rules and regulationsto be observedin
the operationor navigation of motor boatsupon, over,
or through inland or tidal waters which it shall deem
necessaryfor the public health or the safety of pers?ns
or propertyon or in suchwaters,or for the preservation
of all forms of useful aquatic life, particularly as to
speed, [running] lights, signals,courses,channels,rights
of way, and the disposalof oil, gas, gasoline,or other
wastesfrom such boats.

(b) Specialrules and regulationsfor such particular,
artificial or natural areasof waters, for further limit-
ing or restrictingor prohibiting the operationor naviga-
tion of motor boatsthereonto protect the public health,
or to protectandpreserveusefulaquaticlife.

(c) Rules and regulationsgoverning the numbering
of all motoi boats, special provisions applicable to
livery operators, dealers and manufacturers; the dis-
play of numbers,the renewal of certificatesor registra-
tion; the notices requiredin eventof transferof owner-
ship, transfer of interest, abandonmentor destruction
of numberedvessels,and changesin owner’s address;the
proceduresto be followed and information to be fur-
nished by owners or operators of vesselsinvolved in
reportable boating accidents; the compilation and re-
lease of statistics on accidents and vesselsnumbered;
safety equipment; and governing operation of vessels,
including water skiing, the issuanceof permits for races,
regattasand marineparades:Provided,That suchrules
and regulations are not in conflict with Federal laws,
rulesand regulationson the samesubjectmatter.

(d) The commissionshall issue uniform numbering,
safetyequipmentand operating regulationsfor vessels
subject to this act. However,for regulations on tidal
waters, concurrenceof the Navigation Commissionfor
the Delaware River and its navigable tributaries shall
be obtained. In the case of numberingregulations, the
concurrenceof the Departmentof Revenueshall be ob-
tained. The numberingsystemto be usedshall conform
to the systempromulgatedby the Federal Government.

(e) On any proposedregulationsaffecting the equip-
mentand/or operationof any vesselsubject to this act,
the commissionshall solicit the advice and opinions of
the advisory board.

(f) A copy of the regulations adopted pursuant to
this act and of any amendmentsthereta shall be filed
in the office of the Secretaryof the Commonwealth. A
copy of any regulations or amendmentsthereto shall
be furnished by the commissionto any person request-
ing it.

(g) While recognizing the unusual situation sur-
rounding water navigation in the tidal area under the
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jurisdiction of the Navigation Commissionfor the Dela-
ware River and its navigabletributaries,it is the intent
of the Legislature that there be, so far as practicable,
uniformity of regulations, requirements, procedures,
reports and methodswith respect to the numbering,
operation and equipmentfor the safety of life and
property of all vesselswhich may be within the juris-
diction of either the Fish Commissionor the Navigation
Commissionfor the Delaware River and its navigable
tributaries, that the highestdegree of cooperationshall
exist betweentheseagencies,and that to the fullest ex-
tent possible theyshall fosterthe development,use and
enjoyment of all the waters of the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania.

(h) All net fees, fines and penalties collected on
boats ownedby residentsof the Countiesof Bucks,Dela-
ware and Philadelphia in the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania are hereby appropriated to the Navigation
Commissionfor the Delaware River and its navigable
tributaries for that commission’suse in administering
its responsibilitiesunder this act.

Section 13.1. (a) The commission is hereby em-
powered, and its duty shall be, to supervisethe ad-
ministration and the enforcementof the provisions of
this act, the rules and regulations prescribedand pro-
mulgatedhereunder,and any existing laws regulating
the operationand equipmentof vesselswheneversuch
vesselsare operated on any waters of this Common-
wealth, the establishmentof educational programsand
the improvementof waterway facilities, including aids
to navigation. It is the intent of this section that the
commissionshall cooperateto the fullest extentfeasible
with the boating agenciesof other states, to promote
uniformity of rules andnavigationaids and to facilitate
safeunhinderedmovementof vesselsbetweenstates.

(b) The assistantexecutivedirector of the Fish Com-
mission in charge of the Watercraft Safety Division,
providedfor in section 249 of “The Fish Law of 1959,”
shall direct, administerand coordinate the activities of
enforcement,regulations and records, improving and
maintaining the waterway facilities, including aids to
navigation, accountingand contracting and educational
programs, and shall cooperatewith the chief law en-
forcement officer of the Fish. Commission. He shall
residein Pennsylvaniaandhaveat leasta collegedegree
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or ten years’administrativeexperienceand five or more
years of ship or motorboat experience.

(c) Any person employed or elected by this Com-
monwealthor by any county, municipality or township,
whoseduty it is to preservethe peaceor to makearrests
or to enforce the law, including, but not limited to,
membersof the PennsylvaniaState Police, game, fish
or forestwardens,or deputiesor other qualifiedpersons,
may, on the recommendationof the assistantexecutive
director be designatedand empoweredby the commis-
sion to enforce the provisionsof this act.

(d) Everypersondesignatedto enforcethe provisions
of this act shall have the authority to stop and board
any vesselsubject to this act for the purpose of inspee-
tion or compliancewith this act, and is empoweredto
issue a summonsfor appearancein court or before a
magistratefor all violations of this act or of the rules
and regulationsprescribedhereunder,which they may
witness: Provided, That any vessellying at its regular
mooring or berth shall not be boarded without the
owner’s permissionor a legal search warrant. Vessels
of enforcementpersonnelshall be marked to identify
them as State boat patrols.

(e) Any power, duty or jurisdiction conferredor im-
posedby this act shall be deemedto be supplementalto
any existing power, duty or jurisdiction conferred or
imposedby law on any otheradministrativedepartment,
board or commissionof the Commonwealthover, upon
or in any waters of this Commonwealth,and it shall
be the duty of everysuch department,board or commis-
sion to cooperatewith the commissionand the assistant
executive director in carrying out the purposes of
this act.

(f) The servicesof other departmentsof the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvaniamay be used by the assistant
executivedirector to accomplishany of the provisions
of tl,Lc act. If there is adequateefficiencyby so doing,
fi~.eca’’o ‘~ departmentsand commissionsshall cooperate
~o the maximumextentthat is feasible.

(,q) The commissions/tall have authority to inaugu-
rate a comprehensiveboating safetyand boating educa-
tio’na.l program and to seekthe cooperationof organized
boatmen,the FederalGovernmentand other states.The
cominis.~ionmay issue safety certificates to adults and
minors.who completecoursesin boatingsafetyeducation.

Section 14. All [license],registration fees, fines and
penalties,collected or receivedunder the provisions of
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this act, shall be paid into the State Treasury,through
the Departmentof Revenue,and creditedto the [Fish
Fund] Boating Fund of the Fish Commissionwith the
exception of such sums resulting from application of
the provisionsof subsection(h) of section11 of this act.
All moneysreceivedunder the provisions of this act
shall be expendedfor the purposesof the act and shall
be shown in detail by the respective commissionsre-
ceiving such funds in every annual report or annual
statementrenderedby them.

Section 15. Any person violating any.provision of
this act, or any rule or regulation prescribedby the
[board] commissionunder this act, shall, upon convic-
tion thereof in a summaryproceedingbeforea justice
of the peace,alderman or magistrate, be sentencedto
pay a fine of not less than five dollars and costs, nor
more than onehundreddollars and costs,or, in default
of payment thereof, thirty days in jail; and, in addi-
tion, the Departmentof Revenuemay revoke the [li-
cense] registration issued for the motor boat used by
such person.

Section 17. The act is amendedby adding, after

Section 15.1. Anypersonwho shall by threat, menace

or force or in any mannerattempt to deter or prevent
any personauthorizedto makearrests for violation of
the motor boat laws or regulations from enforcing or
carrying into effectany provisionsof this act, or who
shall resist the inspection of his registration card or
boat, or seizure of boats illegally used,shall, on con-
viction thereof a.s provided in the motor boat laws be
sentencedto pay a fine of one hundred dollars ($100)
and costs of prosecution,or to undergo imprisonment
for one hundred (100) days,or both.

Section 15.2. This act shall be known and may be

cited as the “Motor Boat Law.”
