LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any person know-
ingly to sell, offer for sale, attempt to sell, exhibit, give
away, dzstmbute, keep in his possessxon w1th mtent to
sell, or give away, or distribute, or in any way furnish,
or attempt to furnish, to anyone under the age of
eighteen years, any comic book, magazme, book, picture,
periodical or other publlcatxon which is obscene or
which teaches or advocates the use of narcotics.

‘Any person violating any of the provisions of this
section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall, upon
conviction thereof, be sentenced to pay & fine not exceed-
ing [five hundred doHars ($500)] one thousand dollars
($1,000), or to undergo imprisonment not exceeding
[one year] two years, or both,

AN ACT

Amending the act of December 1, 1959 (P. L. 1647), entitled “An
act to provide for the incorporation of Business Development
Credit Corporations to assist, promote, encourage, develop and
advance the business prosperity and economic welfare of the
Commonwealth; defining the powers, restrictions, limitations,
purposes and functions of such corporations; conferring powers
on certain corporations and financial institutions in connection
therewith, and conferring certain powers on the Department of
Banking,” further regulating business development credit cor-
porations, and permitting them to operate on a State-wide basis.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Sections 2 and 3, clauses (2), (6) and
(7) of section 4, clause (a) of subsection (2) of section
6, subsections (1) and (5) of section 8, and clause (e)
of subsection (2) and subsection (3) of section 9, act
of December 1, 1959 (P. L. 1647), known as the ‘‘Busi-

ness Development Credit Corporation Law,”’ are
amended to read:
Section 2. Definitions.—The following words, as

used in this act, shall have the meanings herein assigned
to them, unless the *context clearly indicates otherwise:

(1) ““Corporation’’ means a corporation which may
be formed under this act.

(2) ‘“‘Finanecial institution’’ means any national bank-
ing association, State-chartered bank, bank and trust
company, savings bank, or private bank, Federal
