frequently if the department shall so order, a complete
report of its earnings setting forth in detail all items
of income and expense. Every building and loan asso-
ciation shall send such [a report] reporis to the depart-
ment once each year, unless the department orders more
frequent reports.

The department may also require special reports on
the condition of, or any particular facts concerning, any
institution at any time the department deems it neces-
sary or advisable for the protection of the depositors,
other creditors, or shareholders thereof.

C. Every institution, except building and loan asso-
ciations, shall publish during each year, in a newspaper
or newspapers in the manner provided by this act,
abstract summaries of any two of its reports of condi-
tion designated for this purpose by the department, and
shall send proof of such publication to the department.
Such publication shall be required only once in a news-
paper of general circulation, and, in first class counties,
once in a legal newspaper. If there is no newspaper of
general circulation published at the ecity, borough or
township in which the principal place of business of
such institution is located, such publication may be in-
serted in a newspaper of general circulation published
nearest to such city, borough or township, and within
the same county. Building and loan associations shall
not be required to publish any abstract summaries of
reports.

AN ACT

Amending the act of June 4, 1937 (P. L. 1625), entitled “An act
providing for the creation, maintenance and operation of a
county employes retirement system in counties of the third
class; and imposing certain charges on counties,” increasing
the period of time during which a contributor may be reinstated.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 17.4, act of June 4, 1937 (P. L.
1625), entitled ‘‘An act providing for the creation,
maintenance and operation of a county employes retire-
ment system in counties of the third class; and imposing
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certain charges on counties,”” amended June 14, 1961
(P. L. 361), is amended to read:

Section 17.4. Reinstatement on Return to County
Employment.—Any contributor separated from county
employment by dismissal, resignation, or any other
reason, except death or retirement, or any county officer
having legally withdrawn from the retirement system,
who within twelve years from the date of such dismissal,
registration or withdrawal or within [one year] fwo
years after.the effective date of this amendment, which-
ever is later, returns to county employment and restores
to the retirement fund to the credit of the members’ *an-
nuity reserve account his accumulated deductions as
they were at the time of separation, shall have the an-
nuity rights forfeited by him restored. Such payments
may be made either in a lump sum or by installments,
but in no event shall the installments be less than suf-
ficient to pay such amount by the time the member at-
tains superannuation retirement age.
