Relating to the conveyanceand transfer of estates,rights and
interests in air space,and their status and taxation as real
property.

TheGeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn- Air space.
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Estates,rights and interestsin air space
abovethe surfaceof the ground in this Commonwealth,
whetheror not contiguousto the surfaceof the ground,
may be validly conveyedor otherwisetransferredto a
personor personsotherthan the owneror ownersof the
surfacebelow.

Section 2. Estates,rights and interests in air space
abovethe surfaceof the ground may be held, enjoyed,
possessed,aliened,conveyed,leasedor mortgagedas real
property, shall pass by descentand distribution, and
shall be dealtwith for all purposesand in all respects
asestates,rights and interestsin real property. AU the
rights, privileges, incidents,powers, remedies,burdens,
duties, liabilities and restrictions pertaining to estates,
rights andinterestsin real propertyshallappertainand
be applicableto estates,rights and interestsin air space
abovethe surfaceof the ground. All provisionsof the
laws, ordinancesandregulationsof this Commonwealth
and its political subdivisionsapplicableto estates,rights
and interestsin and usesof real propertyshall apper-
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tam and be applicable to estates,rights and interests
in andusesof air spaceabovethe surfaceof the ground.
Estates,rights and interestsin air spaceabovethe sur-
face of the ground shall be subjectto the exclusivena-
tional sovereigntyof the United Statesof America in
the air space of the United States and the public
right of transit and flight of aircraft grantedby the
United Statesof America and the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania.

Section 3. Estates,rights and interestsin air space
or parcels thereof above the surface of the ground,
whetheror not contiguousto the surfaceof the ground,
shall if separatelyowned be separatelyassessedfor taxa-
tion by eachassessingunit in the Commonwealthfor all
types of taxesauthorizedby law to be assessedagainst
real property.

Applicability. Section 4. The provisions of this act shall be appli-
cable to estates,rights and interestsin air spaceabove
the surfaceof the ground,whether heretoforeor here-
after created.

Severability. Section 5. The provisions of this act are severable,
and if any of its provisions shall be held unconstitu-
tional, the decisionof the court shallnotaffect or impair
any of the remainingprovisionsof this act. It is hereby
declaredto be the legislative intent that this act would
have beenadoptedhad such unconstitutionalprovisions
not beenincludedherein.
