(e) Any personwho shall practicemedicineandsur-
gery or any of its brancheswhich come under the pro-
visions of this act, without having been registeredin
accordancewith the provisionsof this act, shall, on con-
viction thereofbefore any magistrate,alderman,or jus-

or nob contendereor being found guilty in a stateor
Federal court of a crime involving moral turpitude,
habitual intemperancein the use of ardent spirits or
stimulants,narcotics or other habit-forming drugs, or
any other substanceor any condition which impairs in-
tellect andjudgmentto suchanextentas to incapacitate
for the performanceof professionalduties. [the boardi
The boardmay soact upon satisfactoryproof of grossly
unethical practice, or of any form of pretensewhich
might induce [citizens] persons to become a prey to
professionalexploitation or for violation of the rules
and regulations of the board.

Any personwho is licensed[to practicemedicineand
surgeryor any of its branchesin the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania]by the board, or who.is an applicantfor
examinationfor licensure[to practicemedicineandsur-
gery in this State] by the board, againstwhom are pre-
ferred any of the [following] chargesfor causing the
revocationor suspensionof licenseor for causingrefusal
of the right to be examinedfor licensure,shall be fur-
nished by the Board of Medical Education and Licen-
sure, with a copy of the complaint, and shall have a
hearingbefore the [board] board or by attorney; and
witnessesmay he examinedby said [board] board re-
spectingthe guilt or innocenceof said accused.
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The revocationor suspensionof licenseof any person
licensed[to practicemedicineandsurgery] by the board
shall be removedwhen said narcotic drug or vicious
habit, hereinbeforespecified, shall have been adjudged
by the said [board] board to be curedor overcome,and
said suspendedlicentiate deemedcapableof practicing
his or her profession. The revocation or suspension,for
any other cause,of the license of any person licensed
[to practicemedicineandsurgery] by the boardmaybe
removedat such time as it shall appearto the [board]
boardto be just andproper to do so, and,upon anysuch
removalof the revocationor suspensionof licenseby the
[bureau] board, the nameof any such [physician] per-
sonwho hadbeenlicensed[to practicemedicineandsur-
gery in the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania] by the
board shall be restoredand replacedupon the recordin
the office of the [Superintendentof Public Instruction]
Commissionerof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs
in the Departmentof Stateby the [bureau] board: Pro-
vided, however,That any action taken in regardto sus-
pension or revocation of licenseor removalof any sus-
pension or revocation and the reinstatementof any
licentiatemustbe by a unanimousvote of the members
of the [board] board.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 13, act of August 5, 1941 (P. L.
803), entitled, as amended,“An act providing for the
creation, maintenanceand operationof a county em-
ployes’ retirementsystemin countiesof the fifth, sixth,
seventhand eighth class; imposing certain chargeson
counties, and prescribing penalties,” reenacted and
amendedMay 2, 1949 (P. L. 881),andamendedAugust
19, 1953 (P. L. 1096), is amendedto read:

Section 13. Voluntary and Involuntary Retirement
Allowances.—Shoulda contributorbe discontinuedfrom
service,not voluntarily, or an electedcountyofficer com-
plete his term of office and discontinue service after
having completed ten years of total service, or any
contributor discontinueservicevoluntarily after having
completed twenty-five (25) years of total service, but
