tions or agencies and/or with non-profit organizations
for the joint operation of an educational television
and/or radio station. In the case where the members
of the board of school directors and/or county board of
school directors are members of any mnon-profit com-
munity corporation holding a valid Federal Communica-
tions Commission broadcasting license for a television
and/or radio station, these mon-profit community corpo-
rations which are a part of the State Plan for Educa-
tional Broadcasting, may enter into coniracts with the
State Public School Building Authority for the purpose
of conmstructing, improving, maintaining, operating,
furnishing and equipping these educational broadcasting
facilities as a part of the public school system of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
