AN ACT

To provide for the ordinary expensesof theExecutive, LegislativeandJudicial
Departmentsof theCommonwealth,interest on the public debt andfor public
schoolsfor the fiscal year July 1, 1963, to June30, 1964, andfor the payment
of bills meurredandremainingunpaidat the close of the fiscal periodending
June30, 1963.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as “The
GeneralAppropriation Act of 1963.”

Section 2. Thefollowing sums,or asmuchthereofas maybeneces-
sary, are herebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom the GeneralFund to
the severalhereinafternamedagenciesof the Executive,Legislative
andJudicial Departmentsof the Commonwealthfor the paymentof
the salaries,wagesor othercompensationand travel expenseof the

beginning July 1, 1963, and for the paymentof bills incurred and
remainingunpaidat the closeof thefiscal periodendingJune30, 1963.
