No appropriationshall be made for charitable,edu-
cational or benevolentpurposesto any personor community nor to
any denominationaland sectarian institution, corporation or asso-
ciation: Provided, That appropriationsmay be made for pensions
or gratuities for military service and to blind persons twenty-one
yearsof ageand upwards,and for assistanceto mothers having de-
pendent children and to aged personswithout adequatemeansof
support, and in the form of schoIars~hipgrants or loans for higher
educationalpurposesto residentsof the Commonwealthenrolled in
institutions of higher learning, except that no scholarshipgrantsor
loans for higher educationalpurposesshall be given to personsen-
rolled in a theologicalseminaryor school of theology.
