Fixing the number of Senatorsin the GeneralAssembly of the
Commonwealth; apportioning the Stateinto senatorial districts
as provided by the Constitution; providing for the election of
and the termsof office of the presentand future electedSen-
ators and repealing inconsistentlaws.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Until the next United Statesdecennial
censusis takenandan apportionmentmadethereon,the
Senateshall consist of fifty membersand the State is
hereby apportionedinto fifty senatorialdistricts, each
of which shall be known by the numberherein attached
thereto and shall be entitled to elect one Senator as
follows to wit:

First District.—The first, second,third, fourth, twen-
ty-sixth, thirtieth, thirty-sixth, thirty-ninth and forty-
eighth wards in the City of Philadelphia.

Second District.—The fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth,
ninth, tenth, eleventh, twelfth, thirteenth, fourteenth,
fifteenth, sixteenth,seventeenth,nineteenth, twentieth,
twenty-ninth, thirty-first andforty-seventhwardsin the
City of Philadelphia.

Third District.—The thirty-third, thirty-seventh,thir-
ty-eighth, forty-third andforty-ninth wards in the City
of Philadelphia.

FourthDistrict.—The twenty-seventh,fortieth, forty-
fourth, forty-sixth, fifty-first and sixtieth wards in the
City of Philadelphia.

Fifth District.—The thirty-fifth, forty-second, fifty-
third, fifty-sixth, fifty-seventh and fifty-eighth wards iii

the City of Philadelphia.
Sixth District.—The twenty-first, twenty-second,fif-

tieth and fifty-ninth wards in the City of Philadelphia.
SeventhDistrict.—The twenty-fourth, twenty-eighth,

thirty-second, thirty-fourth and fifty-second wards in
the City of Philadelphia.

Eighth District.—The eighteenth,twenty-third, twen-
ty-fifth, forty-first, forty-fifth, fifty-fourth andfifty-fifth
wards in the City of Philadelphia.

Ninth District.—The County of Delaware until No-
vember 30, 1966. Thereafter the ninth district shall
consistof the City of Chester,the boroughsof Brook-
haven,ChesterHeights,Eddystone,MarcusHook, Media,
Morton, Parkside,Prospect Park, Ridley Park, Rose
Valley, Rutledge,Swarthmore,Trainer andUpland and
the townshipsof Aston, Bethel, Birmingham, Chester,
Concord, Edgemont, Lower Chichester, Middletown,
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Nether Providence, Newtown, Ridley, Springfield,
Thornbury, Tinicum, UpperChichesterandUpperProv-
idence in the County of Delaware.

Tenth District.—The County of Bucks.
EleventhDistrict.—The County of Berks.
Twelfth District.—The County of Montgomery until

November30, 1964. Thereafterthe twelfth district shall
consist of the boroughsof Ambler, Bryn Athyn, Hat-
boro, Jenkintown, Norristown and Rockledge and the
townships of Abington, Cheltenham, East Norriton,
Lower Gwynedd, Lower Moreland, Plymouth, Spring-
field, Upper Dublin, Upper Moreland, West Norriton,
Whitemarshand Whitpain in the County of Montgom-
ery.

Thirty-eighth District.—The first, second,third, sixth,
seventh, eighth, ninth, tenth, eleventh, twelfth, thir-
teenth, twenty-third, twenty-fourth and twenty-sixth
wardsin the City of Pittsburgh,the boroughof Millvale
andthe townshipof Reservein the Countyof Allegheny.

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and the townshipsof Elizabeth, North Versailles, Penn
Hills, South Versailles and Wilkins in the County of
Allegheny.

Forwardand Snowdenin the County of Allegheny.

Section 2. The districts as above enumeratedshall
be basedon the decennialcensusof the United States
for the year 1960 andshall takethe linesandboundaries
and include all the territory within the same as said
linesanddistricts*respectivelyexistat the effectivedate
of this act.

Section 3. The nomination and election of a State
Senatorshall be made, held and conductedand the re-
turn of votes cast at primary and general electionsfor
the nomination and election of such membersshall be
made,computed,canvassedand certified as now or here-
after may be providedby law.

Section 4. At the generalelection in the year 1964
and**quadrenniallythereafter,Senatorsshall be chosen
to serve for four years in the odd-numbereddistricts.
At the generalelectionin the year 1966 and **quadren
nially thereafter,Senatorsshall be chosento serve for
four yearsin the even-numbereddistricts.

The membersof the Senatenow in office shall continue
in such office until the expiration of their respective
terms.

Section 5. The act of May 10, 1921 (P. L. 449), en-
titled “An act to fix the number of Senatorsin the
GeneralAssembly of the State; to apportion the State
into senatorialdistricts,asprovidedby the Constitution;
and to regulatethe election of, and the terms of office
of, the presentandfuture electedSenators,’’is repealed
in sofar as inconsistent.

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Effective date. Section 6. This act shall take effect with respect
to odd-numbereddistricts on November 30, 1964 and
with respect to even-numbereddistricts on November
30, 1966 exceptas otherwiseprovided herein. Elections
for Senatorsto representodd-numbereddistrictsshallbe
held at the generalelection in 1964. Electionsfor Sena-
tors to representeven-numbereddistricts shall be held
at the generalelectionin 1966.
