By virtue of the authority vested in me by Article IV, Section 12, of
the Constitution, I, William W, Scranton, Governor of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania, do hereby convene the General Assembly in
extraordinary session, to meet in the Capitol, at Harrisburg, on Mon-
day, December 9, 1963, at 9:00 o’clock p. m,, to consider action on
appropriations to charitable and educational institutions which nnder
Article ITI, Section 17, of the Constitution require a vote of two-thirds
of all members elected to each house.
