PROCLAMATION

By virtue of the authority vestedin me by Article IV, Section 12,
of the Constitution, I, William W. Scranton,Governorof the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvania,do herebyconvenethe GeneralAssembly
in extraordinarysession,to meet in the Capitol, at Harrisburg,on
Tuesday,February11, 1964, at 12:00 o’clock noon, to considerlegis-
lation upon the following subjects:

1. Codifying, amending,revising and consolidating the laws re-
lating to eminentdomain.

2. Implementationof the authority grantedby Article IX, Sec-
tion 24, of the Constitution of Pennsylvania,otherwise known as
“Project 70.”

3. Stabilizationof the unemploymentcompensationfund by amend-
ing the provisionsof the UnemploymentCompensationLaw relating
to benefits,ratesof contribution and procedures.

4. Amendingand clarifying the definition of “blind veteran” as
definedin Act No. 17 of the 1963 sessions.

5. Providing for institutional careand treatmentof agedpatients
of the State Mental Institutions who do not require treatment for
mental disease.
