Making an emergency appropriation to the trustees of the University of Pittsburgh
in order to pay a deficit for the general maintenance and operation of the university.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of two million five hundred thousand dollars
($2,500,000), or as much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby
appropriated to the trustees of the University of Pittsburgh, as an
emergency appropriation, in order to pay a deficit, for the general
maintenance of the University of Pittsburgh and for the purchase of
such apparatus and equipment as the trustees may deem necessary for
the best interest of the university. This sum sghall be deducted from
any other appropriation made to the University of Pittsburgh during
the fiseal year beginning July 1, 1965.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

To provide for the ordinary expenses of the Executive, Legislative and Judicial Depart-
ments of the Commonwealth, interest on the public debt and for public schools for
the fiscal year July 1, 1965, to June 30, 1966, and for the payment of bills incurred
‘and remaining unpaid at the close of the fiscal period ending June 30, 1965.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as “The Gen-
eral Appropriation Act of 1965.”

Section 2. The following sums, or as much thereof as may be
necessary, are hereby specifically appropriated from the General Fund
to the several hereinafter named agencies of the Executive, Legislative
and Judicial Departments of the Commonwealth for the payment of
the salaries, wages or other compensation and travel expense of the
