In order to carry into effect the act of Congress approved
July 2, 1862, granting public land to the several states for educational
purposes and subsequent acts of Congress related thereto and the act of
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the General Assembly of Pennsylvania accepting the provisions and
conditions of said acts of Congress and pledging the faith of the State
to carry the same into effect, the sum of thirty million one hundred
forty-two thousand dollars ($30,142,000) or as much thereof as may be
necessary, is hereby specifically appropriated to the trustees of The Penn-
sylvania State University for the fiscal year July 1, 1965, to June 30,
1966, for the following purposes and in the amounts as shown:

For the general maintenance of instruction, research and extension
in the College of Agriculture, the College of Arts and Architecture, the

clerks, stenographers and other employes and purchasing such ma-
chinery, supplies, equipment, apparatus and other things necessary in
the furtherance of the aforesaid research and investigation, to be used
by the College of Mineral Industries under the supervision of the State
Department of Mines and Mineral Industries. Moneys shall be expended
for this purpose only to the extent that a sum equal to fifty per centum
of thirty-seven thousand eight hundred dollars ($37,800), the amount
to be expended by the Commonwealth, is contributed to The Pennsylva-
nia State University by the members of the anthracite and bituminous
coal industry. Affidavits evidencing such contributions shall be sub-
mitted by the university to the Auditor General.

It shall be a condition of this appropriation that the
quarter term tuition and fee rate charged to residents of Pennsylvania
in all schools and divisions of the university shall not exceed one-third
of the rate charged to monresidents of Pennsylvania.
