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Section12. Repealer.—Allactsand partsof actsare repealedin
so far as they are inconsistentherewith.

Section13. Effective Date.—Thisactshall takeeffect immediately.

AN ACT
HB 10

Restrictingthe establishmentand maintenanceof junkyards along highways;providing
for the screeningof outdoor junkyards; prescribinga licensefee; conferring powers
and imposing duties on the Secretary of Highways; providing authority to take
property by eminentdomain for the screeningor removal of junkyards in certain
cases;making an appropriation;and providing penalties.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahere-
by enactsas follows:

Section 1. The General Assembly finds that it is in the public
interestand for the public welfareto regulatethe location andmain-
tenanceof junkyardsadjacentto the highwaysof the Commonwealth
in order to promote the safety, convenienceand enjoymentof pub-
lic travel, to preservethe scenic beautyof lands borderingon such
highways and to protect the public investmentin such highways.

Section 2. As used in this act, the terms:
(1) “Establish” shall meanto erect,construct,build or in anyway

bring into being.
(2) “Highway” shall meana highway within this Commonwealth

designatedby the Secretaryof Highways,andapprovedby the United
StatesSecretaryof Commerce,as part of the InterstateSystemor
primary system, pursuantto Title 23, United States Code, “High-
ways.”

(3) “Junk” shall mean scrap copper,brass,rope, rags, batteries,
paper, trash, rubberdebris,waste,iron, steel, andother old or scrap
ferrous or non-ferrousmaterial, including wrecked,scrapped,ruined,
dismantledor junked motor vehiclesor parts thereof.

(4) “Junkyard” shall meanany outdoorestablishmentor place of
businesswhich is maintained,usedor operatedfor storing, keeping,
buying or selling junk, and the term shall include garbagedumps
and sanitaryfills.

(5) “Scrap metal processingfacility” shallmeanan establishment
having facilities for processingiron, steelor non-ferrousscrapmetal
and whoseprincipal product is scrapiron, steelor non-ferrousscrap
for sale for remeltingpurposesonly.
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(6) “Visible” shall meancapableof being seenby a person of
normal visual acuity traversingthe highway.

(7) “Secretary” shall meanthe Secretaryof Highways.
Section 3. No personshall establish,maintain, use or operatea

junkyard, any portion of which is within one thousandfeet of the
nearestedgeof the right-of-way of a highway, without havingob-
tainedavalid licensethereforfrom the secretary.Eachlicenseshall
be valid for oneyearendingDecemberthirty-first. The fee for each
licenseshall be fifty dollars ($50).

Section4. No licenseshallbe grantedfor the establishment,main-
tenance,use or operationof a junkyard within onethousandfeet of
the nearestedge of the right-of-way of any highway except the
following:

(a) Junkyardswhich are lawfully in existenceon the effectivedate
of this section.

(b) Junkyards which, becauseof screeningby natural objects,
plantings;fences,or othermeansfoundappropriateby the secretary,
are not visible from the main-traveledway of the highway.

(c) Junkyardsandscrapmetal processingfacilities locatedwithin
areaszoned for industrial useunder authority of law.

(d) Junkyardsandscrapmetal processingfacilities locatedwithin
unzonedareaswhich the secretaryshall find are usedfor industrial
activities.

Section 5. The secretaryshall havethe powerand it shall be his
duty to exercisegeneralsupervisionover the administrationand en-
forcementof the provisionsof this act, andhe shall adoptrulesand
regulationsto implementthem.

Section6. Any junkyard lawfully in existenceon theeffectivedate
of this sectionwhich is within onethousandfeetof the nearestedge
of the right-of-way of a highway, and which is not in any of the
classesspecified in subsections(b), (c) and (d) of section4, shall
be screened,if physically and economicallyfeasible,by the secretary
at locationson the highwayright-of-way or in areasacquiredfor such
purposesoutsidethe right-of-way, so as not to be visible from the
main-traveledway of the highway.

Section7. Wheneverthe secretaryshalldeterminethat thescreen-
ing prescribedby section6 for an existingjunkyard is not physically
or economicallyfeasible,he shall haveauthority to remove,relocate
or disposeof the junkyard.

Section 8. The secretaryis herebyauthorizedto acquireby gift,
purchase,exchangeor condemnationsuchproperty as shallbe neces-
sary to carry out the provisionsof sections6 and 7.

Section 9. The secretarymay apply to any court of competent
jurisdiction for an injunction to enjoin any junkyard not conforming
to the requirementsof this act.

Section 10. Nothing in this act shall be deemedto precludeany
political subdivision from enactingor enforcinga requirementthat
junkyards be licensed, or from enacting or enforcing regulations
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applicableto junkyardsmorethanonethousandfeetfrom the nearest
edgeof a highway.

Section 11. Any personresponsiblefor the establishment,main-
tenance,use or operationof a junkyard in violation of this act or
of the rules andregulationsof the Secretaryof Highways, andany
personknowingly suffering such junkyard to be establishedor main-
tained on his property shall, upon summary conviction thereof, be
sentencedto pay a fine of onehundreddollars ($100) to be paidinto
the Highway Beautification Fund, and, in default of the payment
thereof, shall undergo imprisonmentfor thirty days.

Wheneverthe secretaryhasgiven written notice that a junkyard
is maintainedor usedin violation of this act, eachday of suchmain-
tenanceor usebeginning with the thirty-first day following receipt
of such notice shall constitutea separateoffense.

Section 12. The secretary is hereby authorizedto enter into
agreementswith the United StatesSecretaryof Commerceas pro-
vided by Title 23, United States Code, “Highways”, relating to the
control of junkyards in areasadjacentto the interstateandprimary
systems,and to take action in the nameof the Commonwealthto
comply with the terms of such agreements.

Section13. All feesfor licensespaidpursuantto section3, all fines
paid pursuantto section 11, and all Federalfunds receivedby the
Commonwealthin aid of landscapingandscreeningcosts,andof com-
pensationto ownersfor the relocation,removal or disposalof junk-
yards, to accomplishthe control of junkyardspursuantto Title 23,
United StatesCode, “Highways”, shall be paid into and creditedto
the Highway BeautificationFund. All costs incurredby the secretary
pursuantto this act shall be paid from the Highway Beautification
Fund, andas muchmoneysas the secretaryshalldeemnecessaryare
herebyspecifically appropriatedfrom such fund to the Department
of Highways.

Section14. In addition to the moneysto be receivedundersection
13 of this act, so much of the moneysas maybe necessaryshall be
appropriatedfrom time to time by the GeneralAssembly from the
generalfund to the Highway BeautificationFund for the purposeof
carrying out the provisionsof this act.

Section 15. This act shall take effect January1, 1967.
