PROCLAMATION

By virtue of the authority vested in me by Article IV, Section 12,
of the Constitution, I, William W. Scranton, Governor of the Common-
wealth of Pennsgylvania, do hereby convene the General Assembly in
extraordinary session, to meet in the Capitol, at Harrisburg, on
Monday, April 18, 1966, at 12:00 o’clock noon, to consider legislation
upon the following subjects:

1. Providing for advance payments of subsidies to school districts.

2. Providing for highway scenic improvement and beautification.

3. Amending the Higher Education Assistance Agency Law with
respect to eligibility of borrowers and the time and period of repay-
ment of student loans.

4. The establishment and operation of the University of Pittsburgh
as a State-related university in the higher education system of the
Commonwealth.

5. A comprehensive program relating to mental health and retar-
dation.

6. Redefining and increasing the penalty for rape.
