Amending the act of June 22, 1931 (P. L. 594), entitled “An act establishingcertain
township roadsas Statehighways;authorizing their construction,maintenance,and
improvementundercertainconditions and restrictions; limiting the obligation of the
Commonwealthin the constructionof certain structureslocated on such highways;
conferring certainpowersupon the Departmentof Highways,and local authorities,
persons,associationsand corporationsfor sharing the cost of the maintenanceand
construction of such highways;and making an appropriationto carry out the pro-
visions of said act,” deleting a route in Mercer County.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Route 43068, establishedby the act of June22, 1931
(P. L. 594), entitled “An act establishingcertaintownshiproadsas
State highways; authorizing their construction, maintenance,and
improvementunder certainconditionsand restrictions;limiting the
obligationof the Commonwealthin the constructionof certainstruc-
tures locatedon suchhighways;conferringcertainpowersupon the
Departmentof Highwaysand local authorities,persons,associations
and corporationsfor sharing the cost of the maintenanceandcon-
struction of such highways; and making an appropriationto carry
out the provisionsof saidact,” and its amendments,is deletedas
follows:

MercerCounty
[Route 43068.Beginningat StateRoute446at CarpentersCorners;

and runningeastin New VernonTownship,pasttheVoorhies School,
through McQuiston Corners,to apoint on the dividing line between
New Vernon andSandyLake Townships;thenceeastand southeast
in SandyLake Township,via Donley Crossroads,to a point on the
north boundary line of SandyLake Borough, in Mercer County, a
distanceof about6.0 miles,]

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Departmentof :Property and Supplies, with the
approvalof the Governor,is herebyauthorizedon behalfof the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvania,to sell at public sale to the highestbid-
der, the following describedtract of land situatein the Township of
Vernon, County of Crawford and Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,
boundedand describedas follows:

Beginningat apost in the southline of HendersonAvenue 50 feet
easterlyfrom the easterlybuilding line of apublic alley, thencesouth
66 degrees54 minuteseastalongthe southerlybuilding line atHen-
dersonAvenue 150 feet to the westerly building line of Clay Street;
thencesouth 17 degrees52 minuteswestalongthe west line of Clay
Street320.78feet to the northerlybuildingline of Mill Street;thence
north 66 degrees54 minuteswestalong the north line of Mill Street
248.64 feet to the easterlybuilding line of public alley; thencenorth
26 degrees32 minuteswest along the easterlybuilding line of said
public alley 160 feet to a post; thencesouth 66 degrees54 minutes
eastalong the land now or late of ClaraThibaut 50 feet to apost;

ject, nevertheless,to any estateor tenanciesvested in third persons
whetheror not appearingof record for anyportion of the said land
or improvementserectedthereon.

Section2. The deedof conveyanceshall be approvedby the De-
partment of Justiceandshallbe executedby the Secretaryof Prop-
erty andSuppliesin the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section 3. All moneysreceived‘from the sale of the land herein
authorizedto be conveyed shall be depositedin the Motor License
Fund.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.
