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Section 831. Sifting or Leaking Loads.—No vehicle carrying in-

animate contents shall be driven or moved on any highway unless

such vehicle is so constructed or loaded as to prevent [its] such con-

tents from dropping, sifting, leaking or otherwise escaping therefrom.
Penalty.—Any person violating any of the provisions of this sec-
tion, shall, upon summary conviction before a magistrate, be sen-
tenced to pay a fine of ten dollars ($10.00) and costs of prosecution,
and, in default of the payment thereof, shall undergo imprisonment
for not more than five (5) days.
Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval of the
Governor, to sell and convey 4.57 acres, more or less, of land situate in Rush
Township and the Borough of Philipsburg, Centre County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania here-
by enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the ap-
proval of the Governor, is hereby authorized on behalf of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, to sell to the Philipsburg-Osceola Area
School District for a consideration of one dollar ($1), the following
described tract of land situate in Rush Township and the Borough
of Philipsburg, County of Centre and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania:

Beginning at an iron pipe corner on line of Kearney McQuillen,
Harold Hummel and John W. Belko; thence along line of John W,
Belko, Clarence Johnston and James Williamson south 78 degrees
00 minutes west, 354.75 feet to an iron pipe; thence by property
of owner unknown north 36 degrees 00 minutes west, 247.50 feet to
an iron pipe on the east bank of Cold Stream; thence along the east
bank of Cold Stream north 18 degrees 00 minutes east, 165.00 feet to
