Amendingtheact of May 11, 1889 (P. L. 188), entitled “A further supplementto an
act, entitled ‘An act to establisha boardof wardensfor the Port of Philadelphia,
and for the regulation of pilots and pilotage, and for other purposes,’ approved
March twenty-ninth, onethousandeight hundred and three, and for regulating the
ratesof pilotage and numberof pilots,” further regulating the rates of piotage.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1, actof May 11, 1889 (P. L. 188), entitled “A
further supplementto an act, entitled ‘An act to establisha board
of wardensfor the Port of Philadelphia,and for the regulation of
pilots andpilotage,and for otherpurposes,’approvedMarchtwenty-
ninth, one thousandeight hundredandthree,andfor regulatingthe
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ratesof pilotageandnumberof pilots,” amendedJuly 17, 1963 (P. L.
264), is amendedto read:

Section1. That from andafter the passageof this act, the rates
of pilotagefor conductingavesselfrom the Capesof the Delawareto
aplace on the River Delawareno further upriver thanthe bridgeof
The PennsylvaniaRailroadCompanybetweenPhiladelphia,Pennsyl-
vania,andDelair, NewJersey,or from aplaceon theRiver Delaware
no further upriver than the bridge of The PennsylvaniaRailroad
CompanybetweenPhiladelphia,Pennsylvania,andDelair,NewJersey,
to the Capesof the Delaware,in either case,shall be for every half
foot of waterwhich avesselshall draw, the sumof [four dollarsand
twenty-five cents.] five dollars.

Section2. Section3 of theact is amendedto read:

Section3. That every ship or vesselboundto the Delawarebreak-
water for ordersshall be obliged to receivea pilot, provided she is
spoken or apilot offers his services,outsideof a straight line drawn
from Cape Henlopen Light to Cape May Light, and every ship or
vesselboundto the breakwaterfor ordersshall paypilotage feesas
follows: A sumequalto half the pilotageto theport of Philadelphia,
andsheshallbe obligedto takeapilot andpay thesamepilotagefees
whenoutwardbound,from thebreakwater,andif suchship or vessel,
without dischargingher pilot, proceedto the port of Philadelphiaor
any other port or place on the bay or river Delaware,only one full
pilotage fee as fixed by the first sectionof this act, for the entire
service, in addition to the fee for detention: Provided, however, If
the pilot bringing suchship or vesselto the breakwaterbe theredis-
charged,and the ship or vesselafterwardproceedto Philadelphiaor
anyotherport or place on the bay or river Delaware,sheshall make
the usual signal for a pilot and continueto make such signal till
reachingBrandywineLight, and if spokenby, or offeredthe services
of, a duly licensed Pennsylvaniapilot before reachingBrandywine
Light, shallbe obliged to employ such pilot andpay him at the rate
of [onedollar andeighty-sevencents] five dollarsfor every half foot

of water sheshall draw, [under, up to and including twelve feet,and
for every vesseldrawingover twelve feet, the sumof two dollarsand
twenty-fivecentsper half foot of water,] which shallbe in addition to
thefeespaidfor bringing her into thebreakwaterand for detention,
if any; such fees to be collectedas other fees for pilotageare now
collected.

Section3. This act shall take effect in ten days.
