Amending the act of December 15, 1959 (P. L. 1779), entitled, as amended, “An act
relating to fish, frogs, tadpoles and. turtles; and amending, revising, consolidating and
changing the law relating to fish in the inland waters and the boundary lakes and
boundary rivers of the Commonwealth,” designating additional purposes for which
moneys in The Fish Fund may be used.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause (j) of section 290, act of December 15, 1959
(P. L. 1779), known as “The Fish Law of 1959,” is amended to read:

Section 290. Fish License Fund Established.—All fees, fines, pen-
alties and other moneys paid, received and collected (i) under the
provisions of any law repealed and replaced by this act and now held
in the State Treasury as a fund or any part of a fund separate and
apart from the various purposes designated by law, or (ii) that may
be hereafter paid, recovered, received and collected under the provi-
sions of any act repealed and replaced by this act, or (iii) that may be
paid, received, recovered and collected under the provisions of this
act, shall be placed in a separate fund by the State Treasurer to be
known as “The Fish Fund,” and shall be used solely for the payment
of all expenses incurred by the Department of Revenue in procuring,
issuing or supervising the issuance of resident and nonresident fishing
licenses, and under the direction of the Commission for the following
purposes:

* * *

(j) Any contingent, incidental or other expenses of any kind or
description reasonably necessary in carrying on the work of the Com-

mission; including the costs of activities for the promotion of public

interest in recreational and commercial fishing in the Commonwealth

of Penngylvania ;
