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and to exercisethe powersandauthority of local self-governmentsubject to certain
restrictions and limitations; providing proceduresfor such adoption and defining
the effect thereof,” prohibiting any member of city council from heading an ad-
ministrative departmentunder the council-managerplan of government.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section511, actof July 15, 1957 (P. L. 901),known as
the “Optional Third ClassCity CharterLaw,” is amendedto read:

Section 511. The city council shall continueor create,anddeter-
mine anddefine,thepowersanddutiesof suchexecutiveandadminis-
trative departments,boardsandoffices, in addition to thoseprovided
for herein, as it may deemnecessaryfor the proper and efficient
conductof the affairs of the city, including the office of deputymana-
ger. Any department,boardor office socontinuedor createdmay, at
anytime, be abolishedby the city council. No memberof city council

shallheadan administrativedepartment.

Section 2. This actshall take effect immediately.
