Amendingthe act of May 25, 1933 (P. L. 1050), entitled “An act creatingand estab-
lishing a fund for the care, maintenance,and relief of aged, retired and disabled
employesof the bureauof fire in cities of the secondclass;creatinga boardfor the
managementthereof; providing the mode and mannerof paymentto beneficiaries,
and for the care and disposition of its funds; and providing for the transfer and
paymentof all moneysand securitiesin existing fundsin similar boardssuperseded
by the fund and board herein created,” increasingpaymentsto beneficiaries and
providing for paymentsto additional beneficiaries.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(b) of section12, actof May 25, 1933 (P. L.
1050),entitled “An actcreatingandestablishinga fund for the care,
maintenance,andrelief of aged,retiredanddisabledemployesof the
bureauof fire in cities of the secondclass;creatingaboard for the
managementthereof;providingthe modeandmannerof paymentto
beneficiaries,andfor the careanddispositionof its funds; andpro-
viding for the transferandpaymentof all moneysand securitiesin
existing funds in similar boardssupersededby the fund and board
herein created,”amendedAugust 10, 1965 (P. L. 312), is amended
to read:

Section 12. * * *

(b) Beneficiariesunder the fund [retired prior to Januaryone,one
thousandninehundredfifty-six, shallbe entitled to receivefrom the
fund per month] in any caseshall be entitled to minimum monthly

paymentsin the amountsindicatedin the following table:
