Amending the act of June 24, 1931 (P. L. 1206), entitled “An act concerning townships
of the first class; amendmg, revising, consolidating, and changing the law relating
thereto,” providing for the consolidation, codification or revision of ordinances.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause I of section 1502, act of June 24, 1931 (P. L.
1206), known as “The First Class Township Code,” reenacted and
amended May 27, 1949 (P. L. 1955) and amended July 31, 1963 (P. L.
398), is amended to read:

Section 1502. The corporate power of a township of the first class
shall be vested in the board of township commissioners. The board
shall have power—

I. Ordinances and Resolutions. (a) To adopt resolutions and ordi-

nances prescribing the manner in which powers of the township shall
be carried out, and generally regulating the affairs of the township.
All such ordinances, unless otherwise provided by law, shall be pub-
lished at least once in one newspaper of general circulation in the
township. Such ordinance shall not become effective until ten days after
the publication aforesaid. In any case in which maps, plans or drawings
of any kind are adopted as part of an ordinance, the commissioners may,
