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Section 9. Penalty.—Violationof anyof the provisionsof thisact
shall constitutea summaryoffense andshall be punishableby a fine
not exceedingthree hundreddollars ($300), and in default thereof,
imprisonmentnot exceedingninety days.

Section 10. This actshall takeeffect January1, 1968.

Amending the act of August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), entitled “An act relating to counties
of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; amending, revising,
consolidating and changingthe laws relating thereto,” removing the limitation on
the amount that the county commissionersmay appropriatefor agriculturalextension
work and authorizing appropriationsfor home economics extensionwork.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1936,actof August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323),known
as “The County Code,” amendedAugust 22, 1961 (P. L. 1034) is
amendedto read:

Section1936. [Agricultural] CooperativeExtensionWork in Agri-ET
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culture and Home Economics.—Theboard of commissionersmay

[appropriateasumnot to exceedtwenty thousanddollars ($20,000)]
make appropriationsannually for agricultural and home economics

extensionwork, in cooperationwith the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity
in encouragingimproved methods of farm managementand home
economicsandgiving practicalinstruction anddemonstrationsin agri-
culture,for thepurposeof improving anddevelopingthe agricultural
resourcesof the county.An educationalprogramwill be conductedto

include the body of scientific knowledgein agriculture,family living

,

and resourcedevelopmentand to encourageapplicationof the same.

The moneyso appropriatedshall be expendedaccordingto rules and
regulationsprescribedor approvedby the board of commissioners.
Theboardof commissionersmayalso,wherepracticableanddesirable,
provide offices in the county court housefor headquartersfor such
cooperativework.
