Section 1. The heading of Article XVI, act of August 9, 1955
(P. L. 323),known as“The County Code,” is amendedto read:

Section2. Article XVI of the act is amendedby adding, at the
endthereof,anew subdivisiontoread:

(c) Paymentof Solicitors Appointed by County Officers

Section 1630. Compensationof Solicitors Appointed by County

Officers.—Thecountycommissionersmay appropriatemoneyfor the

paymentof any solicitor appointedpursuantto this actby a county

treasurer,sheriff, prothonotary,registerof wills, recorderof deeds

,

clerk of courtsof quartersessionsand oyer andterminer, or a clerk

of orphans’court.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
